From the Laurler ‘Government —
Sen.Templeman Makes This
Announcement.

Liberel Rally in A. 0. U. W Hall
was a Ureary Kind of
Frost.

The “grand rally,” widely advertised
in support of “he candidature of Mr,
George Kiley to be held in the A. O. U.
W. hall last night, was a frost of the
Klondike .order. "The meeting was to
have commenced at ¥ o’clock, put as at
that hour there were only some forty
persons present including some small
boys witn Socialist pamphlets for dis-
tribution, the noted orators of the local
branch of the Liberal machine withheld
thewr ardor pending the arrival of a rfew
more auditors. About half an hour later
a sufficient number of Liberals, Conse}":-
atives and people of no particular polm-.
cal comp.exion had drifted in to allow of
the programme being proceeded with.
Phe speakers were the chairman, Mr.
Richard Hall; the Liberal caudidate, Mr.
George Riley; Mr. 'f. W. Paterson, M.
i’. F.; Senator 'Wempleman and Mr. C.
H. Lugrin. The chairman said very
lictle and Mr. Riley less, but Mr. Pater-
son entered into a lengthy and tedious
exposition of his views on the Canadian
I’aciic Railway contract, the Grand
Trunk contract and pther matters, and
when Hon. Senator ''empleman’s turn
came half the audience had departed,
intensely bored. Most of the balance
drifted away during the Senator’s re-
marks, which also occupied a great deal
of nme and there was only a very slim
audience left for Mr. Lugrin.

In the course of his speech Senator
Templeman announced that there was
no chance that the government would
consider the claim of British Columbia
for “better terms,” although it was pos-
sible that British Columbia’s case would
be included in the consideration of a gen-
eral demand by the eastern provinces for
a readjustment of financial relations be-
tween the Dominion and the provinces.
1f on entering the union British Colum-.
bia had made a bad bargain it was not
the fault of the Liberals.

The chairman, in opening the meeting,
said that Victoria electors had shown
that they did not vote for purely parti-
san reasons and he hoped that after
hearing the arguments in favor of the
Grand Txunk Pacific policy they would
support Mr. Riley.

Mr. Riley did not say anything of any
importance or public interest. He re-
ferred to Colonel Prior’s description of
him as a *wire puller,” and while ad-
mitting that Colonel Prior was not a
wire puller, he endeavored to make a
joke on Colonel Prior’s connection with
the hardware trade. He hastened to
resume his seat after these brief re-
marks.

Mr. T. W. Paterson, introduced as an’
authority on railways, denounced the
contract under which the Canadian Pa-
cific railway was built under the Con-
servative administration, and expressed
the opinion that the contract now given
to the Grand Trunk Pacific, under ta-

tally different conditions, was a much |
better contract for the people of Can- [

ada. The destiny of the Grand Trunk
Pacific would be to take the big ship-
ping trade now held- by the Oregon,
Washington and California ports. He
believed that in twenty years the United
States would not have any wheat to ex-
port and the immense trade built up
there would come to Canada. He con-
sidered an important point in the con-
struction ;of the Grand Trunk Pacific
would be that the grade of the mountain
section would be amuch less than that of
the C. P. R. The latter road could not
with its present grade, handlé an exten-
sive trade between the Northwest and
this coast. With the construction of the
Grand Trunk Pacific, the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway Company would have to
improve the main line through the moun-
tains so as to be in a position to com-
pete with the new line. He had noticed
already that there was a proposal to
tunnel the Selkirk range for three miles.
He thought every man, woman and child
in British Columbia should hold up
both hands for the construction of the
new railway. He expressed surprise at
the policy of the government ownership
aunounced by Mr. Borden. Mr. Borden
had stated that if he was returned to
power he would repudiate the arrange-
ment with the Grand Trunk Company.
Now, if the government owned one trans-
continental railway, the other, owned by
private capitalists, would be unable to
compete. It would not be fair to the
Canediax Pacific Railway Company,
who, if they had received too much as-
sistance from the Conservative govern-
ment, had nevertheless established an
immense system of feeders for the main
line, both in Canada and the United
States and many lines of steamers.
Could the government take over that
system? Moreover, Mr. Paterson had no
faith in the possibility of rumning rail-
ways as government concerns.

. Mr. Paterson then read some opin-
lons expressed by former Conservatives
against government ownership. He be-
lieved that if any party tried the experi-
ment the credit of Canada would go
away down below zero. The continued
prosperity of the Dominion depended
upon the return of ‘Sir Wilfrid Laurier.
Laurier was a strong man and capable
of telling any of his followers who dis-
agreed with him to go away back and
sit down.

Mr. Paterson then advocated the im-
portation of a ready-made premier and
cabinet from ‘‘the east” for British Co-
lumbia, expressing the belief that by
that means the province might prosper.

Senator Templeman said he was glad
that Mr. Paterson had relieved him of
the duty of expatiating upon the Grand
Trunk Pacific contract. As representa-
tive of the province in the Dominion
government he had. been counsulted on all
administrative matters affecting British
Cjo]umbxa. He was proud of his posi-
tion although it' did not carry any emolu-
ments with it. A Voice—You'll get two-
bits, presently.) He could not under-
stund why ~the Consefvatives had
dropped their old cry for adequate pro-
tection as against the free trade policy
promised by Sir Wilfrid Laurier. Their
chief trouble now seemed to be the
Grand Trunk Pacific contract. The
Senator then launched into an exposition
of a lot of campaign literature in which
figures concerning the trade of Canada
during the Liberal regime were shown
in white and tlose during the Conserva-
tive administration in black.

FAMILY QUARREL
LEADS TO MURDER

A Young Man Charged With the
Death of His Father’s
Charmer.

Peoria, Ill, Oect. 21.—Mrs. Nellie
Thomason, a wife of a former promi-
nent real estate dealer in this city, is
dead at her home in Lacon as the re-
sult of injuries received in a sensa-
tional encCounter with Richard and Jen-:
nie Higgins, son and daughter of John
C. Higgins. a prominent member of the
board of supervisors of Peoria county
and prominent in Republican politics,
Higgins and his sister intercepted a
letter written to Higgings, Sr., by Mrs.
Thomason, in which she asked the c¢ld-
er Higgins to meet her in the railroad
depot in this eity. When Mrs. Thoma-
son arrived she was confronted by
young Miggins and his sister. What
took place is a mystery, as only the
three and an uncle of. the Higgins’ were
pugsent. Some time later the woman
was assisted to the train by C. A.
Brant, the ticket agent. The floor of
the ' waiting room was covered with
blood. The woman lingered in great
agony at her home in Lacon until she
died.

Her lip was severed, both eyes were
blackened, one shoulder was displaced,
her back was covered with bruises and
she was injored internally.

Higgins is under arrest on a charge
of murder. ' He said: “We had been
trying for years to break up the rela-
tions between my father and this wom-
an., My sister and I went down there to
see if we could not make some arrange-
ment with her.” He added that Mrs,
Thomason had drawn a hat pin when
he spoke to her in the depot, that he
knocked her over a chair and that hig
Miss Higgins said
she took no part in the scuffle.

It was stated today that the detective
William E. Murphy, who was murdered
here last June was connected with the
Higgins-Thomason case. ' It is said that
he was killed while shadowing John H.
Higgins and that Mrs. Thomason called
up the Higegins’ residence by telephone

©and said “Murphy was a good friend

of yours; well he’s got his tonight.

Bernard Pelly, British vice consul at
this place, will attend and deliver the
principal address at the unveiling of tae
monument, at the British camp.
General George M. Dandy, U. 8. A,
retired, was in command of one of the
ecompanies under Pickett at San Juan.
The general is now visiting his daughter,
the wife of Capt. Dean, at Fort Lawton.
1t is expected that he will attend and
view the sScenes of his services while a
young lieutenant, forty-five years ago.
Irank H. Wiuslow, a well-known pio-
neer of this city, will attend and read a
paper of personal experiences. He was
the United States customs officer sent
to San Juan island as soon as tele-
graphic news was received in 1872 that
the arbitrator’s award gave the islands
to America. . He had some important
business to transact then and has not
visited the interesting islands during the
third of a century that has elapsed
since,

Word has been received that if Hon.
George H. Williams, a member of Presi-
dent Grant’s cabinet and now mayor of
Portland, cannot come personally, he
will send an address for the occasion.
Robert L. McCormick, president of the
Wisconsin State Historical Society, is
now in Tacoma. He wrote last evening
that he would be present on this occasion
and would brihg’ a half:dozen friends
with him from Tacoma.

Wyoming leaves the
navy yard at 9.o’clock this morning for
San Juan. island.. The United States
revenue cutter Grant, Capt. Tozier, was
in the harbor yesterday, and will prob-
ably leave for San Juan this evening.

Of course it is not as good a poor man’'s
country as the Klondike, The soil is too
deep and requires too much labor to al-
low a penniless man to go.in and make
a good clean-up the'first season. If, how-
ever, a man has the wherewith to stick
I believe he will win in nine cases out
of ten.” :
Fred Williams, of Dawson, brings
down word that the town is practically
deserted in favor of the Tanana. “More
than half the people have left Dawson,”
he states, “aud if things keep up the
place will resemble Goldsmith’s ‘Deser:-
ed Village’ This is not, because the
Dawson creeks are played out, for they
are not.

Diocesan Synod
Of the Province

Northeast Coast Logging Camps
Will Be Well Looked
After.

Clerical and Lay Delegates Who
Were Elected to the General
Synod.

The third session of the ninth synod
of the diocese of Columbia met in the
cathedral schoolroom yesterday after
morning prayer in the cathedral. There
was an excellent representation from
the various parishes.

Perhaps the most considerable busi-
ress before the synod was the ques-
tion of providing a boat and missionary

for the logging camps on the north-
east coast of the island. The Rev. C.
. Cooper, the rector of St. Saviour’s,
Victoria West, introduced the matter in
a very able and telling speech, in which
he outlined the history of the move-
ment, gaves reasons for taking up the
work and showed how he thought it
could be majntained.

The Ven. Archdeacon Pentreath, re-
presenting the diocese of New Westmin-
ster, gave an account of the feeling
in tﬁat diocese, and declared his willing-
ness to co-operate in the scheime. As
announced in the bishop’s address 'to
tLc synod, the missionary society of the
Church of HBngland in Canada, has
promised liberal support, both to the
building of the necessary vessel and to
the maintenance of it and of its staff.
The Rev. R. Connell moved an amend-
ment, which, while afirming the neces-
sity of the work, asserted the inexpedi-
ency of the method proposed. After a
lengthy discussion, in which the matter
was thoroughly ventilated, Mr. Cooper’s
resolution was carried by a majority
of the synod.

The matter of a superannuation fund
was brought before the synod, and a
committee appointed to investigate the
matter thoroughly and report to the
executive committee.

A resolution of congratulation to the
archbishop of Montreal on his election
to the office of primate of the church
of England in Canada, was passed.

A resolution was also passed express-
ing sympathy with the diocese of
Huron in the death of Bishop Baldwin.
Resolutions relating to diocese, Sun-
day desecration and gambling were
passed.
