.Miscellaneous. A PAINFUL OPERATION.
A correspondent of the New York Bun, 

writing from Boston, tells of an operation he 
saw performed in a hospital upon a patient 
with a cancer in his jaw. The patient was a 
man of about forty-five years, who was suffer- 
ing with a malignant growth, probably of a 
cancerous nature, la the front part of the 
upper jaw. He was placed before the class 
in a surgical chair, as it was necessary that he 
should be in a sitting position. The chair 
has an adjustable back and head rest and is 
provided with straps, which hold the patient 
in piece, and with wristbands, which confine 
the bande. On account of the location of 
the malady, it was, of course, impossible to 
etherize the patient and to operate at the 
same time. The effects of other remains for 
several minutes, and by the alternate work 
of the surgeon and the use of other cone the 
operation was completed without pain to 
the patient. There was very little external 
mileifestation of the trouble, only a rather 
notiesable prominence of the upper jaw. Dr. 
Olleover first severed the uuper lip vertically 
to the nose. From cutting first to one side 
end then to the other, be made incisions out 
tad up diagonally part way across escb 
check. The severed upper lip and part of 
the cheek was then dissected up from the 
bone on each side, thus uncovering a large 
section of.the upper jaw. It was necessary 
to unsovelthe bone a little above this point, 
and it was done by cutting underneath the 
lower part of the nose and lifting up that 
organ. Then began the work of, rainoving 
the diseased bone. Two or thrssuteith 00 
each side were extracted. With a small saw 
the surgeon out through the bate d tom right 
to left, at a point behind where‘the lower 
part of the nose belonged. The jawbone 
was then out vertically on each side with 
a large pair of bone forceps, at a point just 
back of where the eye teeth had been located, 
and the diseased portion was severed. The 
operation involved removing a large portion 
of the 2005 of the mouth in front, and what 
is perhaps the most prominent bone in the 
face. Like nearly all operations about the 
head—which is full of blood vessels—the 
operation has been attended with a great deal 
of hemorrhage, but the patient had borne it 
well. The free incisions that had been made 
were closed up so deftly that scarcely a trace 
of them remained, and Dr. Cheever said that 
while the face might appear somewhat sunken 
when healed, he thought the deformity might 
be almost completely overcome by wearing a 
plate in the mouth, on the plan of one made 
for false teeth.

Planting Trees.

Percherons and Arabe.

Count de Granny who has been visit- 

ing France for the purpose of purobas- 
ing horses for the Hon. L Beaubien 

of Montreal, writes that the horses 

purchased were to be shipped from 
Havre on the 25th ult. He says:—

The competition of draught horses 
at the Palace of Industry has just 
come to a close. It was in all respects 
successful. Besides the Peroberons 
there were some splendid specimens 
of other old French breeds. Buch as 
those of the Ardennes, of Nivernais 
and the Boulogne district. I had an 
opportunity, of which I availed my- 
self, of procuring for you the Perch- 
eron mare Fanchette, by Monarque, 
which took the first prise. She is a 
superb animal, five years old, and was 
greatly admired by all connoisseurs. 
I have added to the shipment two five 
year-old Arab stallions, whose bistory 
is rather curions. Some six or seven 
years ago, the Count de Mailly-Ohalon 
took part in the Russian campaign 
against the Khan of Khiva, who had 
the reputation of having the finest 
Arab horses in Central Asia. I After 
the taking of the city of Khiva, he 
was able to procure fourteen stallions 
or mares from the Khan’s stud, some 
of whiob he brought over to France. 
They were very much admired in this 
country. Some of them were sold to 
the Government to be sent to Algiers. 
But M. de Mailly Chalon kept four of 
the best stallions and mares, and you 
will receive the only two that be has 
sold this year. These Khivan horses 
are of a type hitherto altogether un- 
known in America. As sires,, they 
are said to be incomparable. The 
Arab is the progenitor of the best 
English and Norman horses, and even 
the Percheron has Arab blood in his 
veins. The Khivan variety, it may 
be of interest to point out, is accus- 
tomed to a climate where the cold is 
often extremely severe. They would, 
therefore, be admirably adapted for a 
country like Canada.

Of the Nivernais stock I have got 
two stallions and one brood mare from 
the Marquis de Bouille. It is a stock 
whiob, being derived from the Per- 
Oberon, I can confidently recommend. 
The stud book, which has been care- 
fully complied, offers the fullest guar- 
antee of their qualities. For it is only 
animals which have obtained prizes 
that are ad mitted as sires in the com- 
petition. The selection, therefore, is 
one that gives excellent results,”

Beans:.
Beans are usually divided into two 

general classes, Dwarf and Pole beans. 
The Dwarfs are earlier, and more 
hardy, as a general rule, than the run- 
ning sorts. The Dwarfs are generally 
used for string beans, when the pode 
are tender and the climbers only for 
shelling. Beans like a dry and rather 
light soil, though they will do well in 

any garden soil if not set out two 
early in the spring. Nothing is gain- 
od by planting until the ground is 
tolerably dry and warm.

The Dwarf varieties grow from 
twelve to lighten inches in height, 
need no support, and are planted 
either in drills or bills. The drills 
should be not less than a foot apart, 
two inches deep, and the seed set in 
the drills from two to three inches 
apart. The usual method in bills is 
to allow about four plants to a bill, 
and the bills two or three feet apart. 
Rows are the best for the garden. 
Hoe well, but only when dry.

The usual way of planting running 
beans is in bills. about three feet apart, 
with the pole in the centre of the bill. 
A very good way is to raise them is 
drills, being the tallest brush that can 
be secured to stick them with. When 
the plants reseb the top of the brush, 
pinch off the ends. This effect will 
be to cause greater fruitfulness below. 
In a stiff soil, especially, the Lims 
comes up better if planted carefully, 
eye downwards, in a bill a little ele- 
vated.

SECT 27 The following twenty rules are self- 

evident to many tree planters, who, 
says the Country Gentleman, for want 
of attention, break some of them, and 
reminders are therefore often useful;

4. A valuable sort is worth more 
than merely a handsome tree.

2. Good, healthy bracing roots are 
of more importance than a symmetri- 
cal top.

3. The roots should be long and 

strong enough, and the top made 
light to obviate any staking.

4. If the roots of a tree are frozen 
and then thawed out of the ground 
or in contact with the air, the tree 
will be killed.

5. If frozen roots are thawed in 
compactly pressed, mellow earth the 
tree may be made to live.

6. Manure should never be placed 
in contact with the roots when set- 
ting out a tree, but used for a mulob 
or top dressing.

7. Trees should always be set about 
as deep as they stood in the nursery, 
or two or three inches deeper, to 
to allow for the settling of the earth.

8. Spread out, the roots nearly 
equal on all sides, so as to brace the 
tree well.

9. Avoid particularly any small 
eavity next the root, but fill com- 
pactly against them on all sides with 
fine, mellow earth. :

10. A small, thrifty tree with small 
copious roots when set out, will be a 
good bearing tree sooner than a large 
one with mutilated roots.
.11. Watering in dry whether crusts 

the surface and does not reach the 
roots.

12. Young trees should not be set 
in a grass lot, or among any crops of 
sowed grain; but the whole surface 
kept clean and mellow.

18. Shrivelled trees, before plant- 
ing, may be made plump by covering 
for several days, compactly, with 
moist, mellow earth.

14. If newly set ones suffer from 
drought, mulch the ground about 
them, and frequently sprinkle or 
shower the stems and branches.

15. The roots extend as far from 
the tree as its entire height; clean 
and mellow cultivation should there- 
betg never * ojrole twice as wide as its 

.16. As a general rule, cultivation 
should be continued for six, eight or 
ten years from planting, after which 
closely grazed or lawn mowed grass 
may be permitted, with frequent top 
dressing.2P

17. The amount of manuring or top 
dressing must vary with the vigor of 
the trees ; young trees should grow 
two or three feet yearly and bearing 
ones one foot or more.
18. Keep an eye to the future shape 

of the tree and firmly remove small, 
needless, crossing or crooked limbs. 
This will obviate heavy pruning in 
after years.

19. Pruning when dormant tends 
to impart vigor; but if done when 
growing or in leaf it checks growth 
and, therefore, a feeble tree should 
never be pruned after growth com- 
mences in the spring. But healthy, 
strong growers may be lightly prun- 
ed at either season.

20. Most of the • bad look i with 
young trees and orchards is the re- 
suit of neglecting the preceding rules.

One is to use a clover 
crop in $ rotation, the simple occa- 
pancy of the land by the clover being 
beneficial, as the sod must always be 
turned under before another cropeso 
be grown. To plough under a crop 
of growing clover that can be out as 
bay will be objected to by farmers, as 
they will not willingly make such a 
direct sacrifice. Nor are they re- 

quired to do so. The object in adve- 
mating, the advantages of growing a 
crop of clover is to induce a larger 
number of farmers to grow more of 
it. If sown on wheat land and a good 
stand be secured the clover will 
occupy the land after the wheat shall 
be on, and may be used for any par- 
noses desired, either as pasturage or 
to hay i but the fertilising of the land 
is done by the decay of the roots aftar 
the sod shall have been blonghed 
under.

.018 mostly from the air and not 
from the soil. The proof of this fact 
is shown by the large amount of ni- 
trogen in clover, yet it thrives best 
on a soil rich in potash and lime. 
Though containing nitrogen in great 
proportion, yet it is not benefited by 
applications of fertilisers containing 
nitrogen, thus demonstrating that it 
derives the greater proportion of its 
nitrogen from the atmosphere, which 
is stored largely in the roots by the 
plant, while the mineral matter is 
derived from the soil.

If the farmer, therefore, will grow 
a crop of clover on the same land 
every four years, be will fertilise the 
land with the nitrogen taken from 
the atmosphere, thus enriching his 
soil with that which will cost bim but 
very little, and he may est his crop 
and dispose of it, provided he shall 
plough under the sod and thus utilize 
the roots. If an application of lime 
and wood ashes be made on the land 

annually the former need not be com- 
pelted to purchase nitrogenous ferti- 
lizers at all, and these advantages be 
will secure by simply growing the 
crop on the land. If, however, be 
should prefer to seed down to clover 
in the spring, out the first growth the 
next season, and then plough under 
the second growth when the clover 
shall be from six inches to one foot 
high, be will add additional green 

out ploughing under anything but 
the sod, after all the crop shall have

VZTI Onton Growing.

This will give ordinarily from fifteen 
to twenty plants per lineal foot. The 
red sorts are most reliable and gener- 
ally the best yielders, and bear band- 
ling better than other kinds. The 
secret of large crops is strong, well 
tilled ground, clean ealtication and 
early planting. These conditions are
