Sadgment Against the Webel Leader on
alt the Peints Rulncd—The Outawa
Government officially Noified. :

Loxpoy, Oect. 22.—The. privy council
gave 1ts decision to-day in the appeal case
»f Lowis Riel. The petitioner's case was
sousidered very weak fronr the outset.
Riel's counsel relied chiefly on the conten-
tion thatthe court in the first instance at
Regina hsd no juriediction to try the
petition, The court apparent!y was not
much dizposed to sttach weight to this
argumens,  No surprise was felt when at
the clore of the counsel’s addre s the attor-
ney-general said he did- not feel called
upon to reply in behalf of the crown. The
lord chaucellor resd judgment to-day. It
was again-t the prisoner on every peint,
affirming bis conviction, holding that the
Canadian court of first instance had juris-
diction of treason, that the six men on the
jury were sufficient, that the shorthand
botes were lawful reports of vhe proceed-
inge, and that substantial justice had been
done to Riel,

Mr. Fuzpatrick, Riel’s Canadian coun-
sel, snid to-day: *It is impossible to pretend
that Riel was unfairly tried. Ne doubt at
the time of the outbreak in the Northwest
grivvances existed which have since been
remedied. Riel commenced the agitation
from purely political motives, ~Many
people still consider that he rendered
valuable services to the country,
Doubtless the excitoment induced in
Riel mentsl aberration, rendering him
incapable of keeping the rebellion within
the legal limits, O the scaffold Riel will
become & martyr. In prison or in an
asylum he wonld be forgotten.

Mr. Fitzpatrick advocated the appoint-
ment by the Canadian government of a
” commiesion to again examine the prisoner

as to his sanity.

THE GRAIN MEN HEARD FROM.

Thelr Views on Special Rallway Rates to
the Beard of Trade.

The grain, produce snd milling members
of the Board of Trade are strongly in faver
of having special rates with the railways,
independent of the Commercial Travelers’
association, = Several of them were inter-
viewed yesterday. .

Willlam Worden, 60 Front street onst,
#aid the action taken by President Darling
was exactly. what had been desired for
years, He himself had applied for admission
to membership in the Commercial Travelers’
association in this city, but had been
refused on the ground that millers and
produce dealers were. not qualiﬁed to be~
come members He had been & member
of the London association for some years,
and as far as he himself was concerned he
was not affected by his rejection, but bis
travelers had been . obliged to go to Moa-
treal and London and to join the Com-
mercial Travelers’ aseociation there in
ozder %o recsive the reduced railway rates,

When The World entsred the office of
Crane & Baird at Scott and Wellington
streets, Mr. Baird, Mr. Chapmsn of
Chapman & Co., Mr, Tilley of W. P,
Howland & Co. and Mr, John Spick of
Spink Bros, were found chatting, sampling
grain and waiching the ogicker.” When

| the subject was broached, g’au gentlemen

immediately dropped the conversation,
and each stated his views of the action of
the Commercial Travelers’ association in
opposing Mr. Darling’s efforts to obtain
reduced rates, Speakisg for their
respective firms, they said that their
travelers had all been exaluded from the
Toronto association and had been forced to
beocome members at Londdn or Montreal,
They did not see what busioess it was of
the Travelers’ association if the Board of
Trade obtaiaed reduced rates,

Mr, Spink was especially communica-
tive. "&hy," said he, “‘when my travel-
ers were refused admission to the
association they were told §hat the railway
companies would not accept grain or pro-
duce travelers, Now, the grain and
produce men of this city ghip yearly more
tons of freight than all the other dealers in
the city put together, and I know for a
fact that & man can take & sample of tea
to Whitby, for instance, and on his return
he will be granted a life ticket of the as-
sociation even if he never trayels a mile
again. With reference to the statements
which are prevalent that Mr. Darling has
pot the support of the ~members
of the Board - of Trade in
his move for reduced rates, 1
can say that he has their support. Two
years ago I myeelf was a member of a sub-
committee appointed to consult with the
officials of the various railways for reduced
rates. The railways at that time would
not give us special rates, slthough we bad
had them years before,”

In these sentiments the other gentlemen
concurred, With regard o the 1000 mile
tickets, which the Commercial Travelers’
association say must amply supply the
wants of the produce men. r.,
Tilley said that each firm would
have to buy tickets for perbaps
half a dozen roads, and when that had used
up the full 1000 miles on one road, they
would not have used up mere than a couple
of hundred miles on other roads, In the
course of the conversation Mr, Baird said
that The World was the only city paper
which was fully alive to the milling inter-
eats of the country, This was acquiesced
in by all present.

A visit to Mr. Sargsn, secretary of the
OCommercial Travelers’aesociation, brought
out the other side of thegtory. He said
thas up till within three yesrs ago the rail-
way ocompanies had  positively re-
fused to allow special rates to millers
and produce dealers, The constitation
of the association had sccordingly been
made to exclude all such from membership.
When the railways withdrew their objec-
tion to the produce dealers, etc., the
association bylaw was repesled.

Mr. Sargant produced a list of members
which is published monthly, and of whioch
every railway sgent in the country has a
copy. The railways retain the right, of
oij.c\tlng to pass any member, The list
produced contained the names of several
travelers for millers, produce dealers and
Jumbermen, all of whom had been previ-
ously excluded. Travelers are admitted
irrespective of whether they are buyers or
sellets,

SOME SOCIAL PROBLEMS.

AN ABLE LECTURE BY REV., DR
JOHN HALL.

.

The Land Question—Pangerism—Work-
fngmen’s Grievances— ebrew Rules
That Answer as Well To-day.

The Central Presbyterian church was
orammed to its utmost capaocity last night,
on the occasion of a lecture by Rev. Dr.
John Hall, of New York, on social prob-
lems of the day. Rev. Professor Gregg
made an opening prayer, and Hon, Oliver
Mowat, the chairman, introduggd the leor
turer. Dr. Hall said the labors he hai
been engaged in while in his native country
—TIreland—had forced upon his sttention
there and then the social problems which
are to-day the despair of our ablest men,
His experience as prison chaplain in
Dablio bad brought him fage to face with
many » difficulty. He referred to an essay
of many years ago by Proteesor Blaikie of
Edinburgh, the main ides in which was—
the light that Hebrew history and the law
of Moses, s given to us in the Old Testa-
ment, throw upon important practical
questions of the present day. Hpe would go
much beyond that admirable essay,
but would recommend them fo ge
hold of it; and try what it would
suggest, It was the bounden duty of
christian people to study these problems,
and o meet them with practical solutions,
They would find themeelves impelled, not
towards communism, bus towards a large
measure of christian socialism, They
would find that something more than the
ordinary church routine was wanted. The
church must be active and aggressive, and
christian truth ‘would yet be found equal
to all emergencies, He would touch upon
a few of the most pressing questions of the
day, and would point out the bearing
upon them of the Divine word.

It was a great mistake to suppose that
christianity was going backwards,'it was
on the contrary advancing. Butit was a
question whether we were using christian
truth in its fullest measure, He took first
the land question, now such & burning one
in Ireland, Under the old Hebrew econ-
omy there was a permanent family owner~
ship of the land; and the year of jubilee
restored every foot of it sold or mortgaged

was a popular family ownership of land,

would permit.

Next, what to do with people who
break the law. We put offenders in
prison, and they generally come ont worse
than when they went in. The Hebrews
kept up mo prison, but they enforced the
lez talionis—the. law of punishment—the
same as the offence, And this law was
efficlent in keeping down crime, He held
the Jews of to-day in the highest esteem;
for ome thing, they did not go fo the
divorce court. There was something in
the Mosaic law that we have not yet
attained to.

Then pauperism. Under Hebrew law
the gleanings of the fields were left for the
poor, and there was a potent check on
extortion and oppression.
year the poor clsimed something more

The spirit shown among the early chris~
tiaus after the day of Pentecost, when
they had all things in common, was in
fact a survival and ocarrying out of the
apirit of the law of Moees with regard to
the treatment of the poor. He was of
opinion that careful’ and effeotive dealing’
with the poor, by christian congregations,
would yet be found to meet all the diffi-
culties of the case. It was the duty of the
church to aim at this.

We sometimeswondered at the elaborate |
genealogies recorded in the 0O!d Testament.
Bat that was because we did not rightly
comprehend their purpose and their value,
The Hebrews liad from the beginning a

births, thus keeping the record of every
family and every individual. In Scotland
parents making returns of births were

district of Ottawa. The members’ seats

were all oocupied, and & number of the
bidders lingered around the inside of the
main entrance and the lower  gsalleries.

Those who had secured seats spread oubh

and eagerly scanned the colored maps

issued by the department descriptive of
the berths for sale, Whenever a sale waa
apnounced a dozen veices would exclaim:

“Who's the buyer?” The purchaser being

announced dietinctly by Auctionser Peter

Ryan, every bidder present wounld carefully

make a note of it on his printed catalogue.

Commissioner Pardee and the assistant

commissioner were seated at a table on

the speaker’s throne, Beside them stood
the auctioneer, Peter Ryan, who officiated
for the firm having ocharge of the sale,

Mesers, Suckling, Cassidy & Co. Mr.

Hardy, the provincial secretary, kept his

weather eye open for all that was going on.

The audience was a ‘‘solid” looking and

attentive one. There were not a few M.P.’s

and M.P.P.’s in the room. App-rmtly‘

several of our legislators know something
about timber as it bends and nods in thé
breezes of the north shore of Lake Huron.
