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Plan for s New Street North qf the Tracks 
Through High Park and Swanson and 
Toronto Cars Bight Into Mlmlco-The 
City Independent—Action Should Be 

Taken Bight Away.

The above diagram representing the Queen- 
street car service and the Mimico electric 
railway route will be readily understood. 
The terminus of the former is at the junc­
tion of Queen-street and Roncesvalles- 
avenue, the Mimico electric railway claiming 
right of way in Queen ns far east as Dufferin 
at present and the exclusive right of way 

^-over this portion of Queen-street after the 
expiry of the lease held by the city [Le., 
Pnrkdale] 18 years hence.

The diagram shows the continuation of 
Queen-street over the original concession 
mad to the Humber and westward in a 
direct line to Mimico. It will be seen that 
a route for the city’s street cars could easily 
be secured entirely independent of the 
county road by adopting the plan proposed 
last year by the then City Engineer, Mr. 
Jennings, avoiding all Grand Trunk Rail wav 
tracks and dangerous crossings, and afford­
ing the citizens easy and direct access to 
High Park, which no other pro­
jected route can accomplish, securing 
at the same time a grand southerly 
or front entrance to this most important of 
the people’s recreation grounds, now render­
ed an absolute necessity, and this too with­
out incurring any unnecessary expenditure 
in costly trestle bridging as suggested by the 
promoters of the beach scheme. The muni­
cipality of Swansea, it is understood, will at 
once open and construct tne old concession 
road from the city limit to the Humber, 
north of the G.T. Railway,and give the right 
of way to tine city electric car service. This 
route connects with the extension of Queen- 
street, west of the Humber, now open and 
graded, only requiring a bridge over the 
river as far west as the rapidly-advancing 
settlement of Mimico. This would be the 
most direct road to Mimico and could be run 
for one fare from any part of the city.

The City Council by taking prompt action 
in the matter would secure street car service 
to the main entrance of Higl 
the summer holidays, and the city railway 
company would have the shortest and con­
sequently the cheapest route to High Park. 
Humber and Mimico, completely fencing off 
any opposing lines.

BERMUDAThe last meeting of the Astronomical and 
Physical Society of Toronto was held at the 
Irooms of Dr. G. B. Foster, Yonge-street, 
LarrattW. Smith, Q.G, vice-president, in 
the chair. The attendance was large and the 
proceedings throughout of a very interest­
ing character. Two members were elected 
and three candidates nominated.

Among the communications read were let­
ters from the Royal Society of England, 
Daniel Kirkwood, LL.D., of Riverside, Cal.; 
J. Ellard Gore. F.R.A.S., of Batlysodan, 
Ireland, and from a gentleman in Winnipeg, 
who, having read the press notices, had sent 
down a paper for the consideration of the 
society. The reports received included auroral 
observations by Mr, J. Hollingwortti 
of Beatrice, Muskoka: solar observations 
by Mr. A. F. Miller, who drew attention to 
the second return of the great sunspot of 
Feb. 1, which, though decreasing in size, 
still gives evidence of activity, and planet­
ary observations by Mr. Mille r and other 
members, who had observed Saturn, Venus 
and Mercurv. If looked at as toon as 
the planet can be picked up In the deepening 
twilight Venus may be well seen as a bait- 
moon; later on the glare increases and in­
terferes with perfect definition. Mercury 
had been seen on six consecutive evenings 
by Mr. Miller, and on two and 
ings by other members. The present eastern 
elongation bad been very favorable for gen­
eral observation, as was proved by Mr. G. G. 
Purser, who read from a newspaper con­
taining notices written at the village 
of Renfrew. It was announced that Saturn, 
new in Constellation Virgo, comes to the 
meridian before 11 o’clock and is well situat­
ed for observation nearly all night The 
rings, which are still presented with their 
edges toward the earth, are again decreasing 
and will again disappear, except in good tele­
scopes, after which they will increase and 
for some years gradually open out until they 
are presented in all their beauty. They now 
resemble a thin bar of light across the face 
of the planet and may be caught sight of 
even in a two-inch telescope. Saturn is the 
brightest star between the “dipper" in the 
Great Bear, and the dne south horizon; his 
place is a little, nearer the constellation than 
to the horizon. Any telescope will show 
him with a perceptible disc. Among < the 
more noteworthy predictions announced was 
the occultation by the moon, a little before 
midnight on the 12th instant, of Uranus. This 
distant planet shines nearly as a sixth magni­
tude star, and, owing to the fact that the 
moon will be full, will require a moderately 
good telescoos to follow him up to the 
edge of the ‘lunar disc. In a good glass 
Uranus can be distinguished from other 
stars bv a disc. The planet will reappear 
about half-past 1 o’clock In the morning. 
Jupiter is invisible just now, being practi­
cally behind the sun. Mars is rapidly 
ing into position for good observation in the 
summer. It was announced that a minimum 
of Algol would take place At 10.49 p.m. on 
the 19th. Also, that the Nova in Auriga 
has declined to the 8th magnitude and has, 
therefore, ceased to be visible as a naked eye

N.Y., on tbe Zodiacal Light in connection 
with Aurorae, waa read by Mr. Andrew 
Elvina. Dr. Veeder regards the zodiacal 
light and tbe solar corona as identical He 
supposes it to be ferruginous matter, in a 
finely divided condition, passing 
sun outward beyond the earth’s orbit, and 
that magnetic energy generated within tbe 
sun is transmitted through its particles to 
the earth by induction, thus disturbing tbe 
earth’s magnetism and causing aurorae. He 
contends that it is only in some parts of her 
orbit that the earth passes through the zodi­
acal cone and that then there are many 
auroral displays, but few occurring at other 
periods. Dr. Veeder thinks that auroral 
periods of about 27 days exist, corresponding 
with the time of the sun’s rotation, and that 
displays are more frequently visible when 
sunspots are just appearing by rotation 
around the solar eastern limb. The doctor 
is spending much time and money in collect­
ing and tabulating observations now being 
taken for him by observers, including me 
hereof the society in Canada, and in the Unit­
