d. the Legislature were simply trick-
&d by the Company into passing this
Act. Take the Company’s figures from

own reports. Here they are: In
1887, the first year ‘after the passage
of the Act, the Company credited to
~the Repairs Fund $57,277.17, being the
5 per cent. on the value of its plant,
and yet its actual expenditure for re-
pairs was only $23,107.53, thus showing
an overcharge for this year alone of
about $34,000, needlessly wrung out of
the poor consumer. The amount of
the b per cent. for this year alone was
sufficient for the actual repairs for
two years, with a balance over of
about $10,000. Now, did the Company,
like honest men, having found that it
was charging -too much for repairs, at
once apply to amend the statute, re-
ducing the charge, or did it in the fol-
lowing year voluntarily make the re-
duction? Oh, no. For we find in the
Company’s rdport that again in 1888
this fund was credited with $63,591.41,
being the 5 per cent., although the
Company’s actual outlay for repairs
was only $24,909.90, leaving a useless
balance of about $40,000, making, with
the previous year’s overcharge, an un«
expended balance of about $73, to
the credit of this fund. Now gglns
stolen this big. sum from the helpless
consumer, as the result of lying the
Legislature, one would think that the
conscience of the directors and man-
ager would begin to trouble them and
that they would be moved by the suf-

Pearson at least might have remem-
~ bered the parable of the unfortunate
widow and the unjust judge, who fear-
ed not God, neither regarded man;
and that they would at last let up on
the consumer. But not so. For we
find that again in the following year
—1889—the b per cent. charge for the
Repairs Fund was exacted to:the tune
of $95,641.73, though only $21,565.54 was
actually required for repairs, thus
showing an overcharge of: about $74,-
000 for this year, and making, with
the overcharge of the two - previous
Yyears, a grand total of $146,917.29 stolen
from the consumer as the result of ]
abusing the confidence of the Legisla~
ture, and this sum, if‘ecarried to the
Special Surplus Account, where it
ought to have gone, would have re-
duced the price of gas for one year
alone by about 35 cents per 1000° cubic
feet. But the Company says that the
Act empowered it to make this charge
of b per cent., but bear in mind that
this authority was obtained only on
tae distinct pledge of the manager
that it was fair and not'excessive, and
its own reports now show that it was
excessive and the statement false. The
Company may say that when making
the pledge it was believed to be true,
but at the end of the first year the
charge was found to be excessive.
Then, instead of continuing to make it,
why did net the Company get the Act
amended or voluntarily charge only
what was sufficient for actual repairs?
The Company sinned against light and
knowledge. And to show that the
Company may, if it chooses, charge
only the amount actually needed for
repairs, look at the Company’s report
for 1890. In this year the 6 per cent.
ur the plant amounted to $97,000, and
yet only $54,000 was credited to the
Renewal Fund, being the amount act-
ually required; and again, take 1891,
when the 5 per cent. amounted to $99,-
i77.14, and yet only $68,484.49 was act-
ually needed and credited to the fund,
and this is taking the Company’s own
figures, which are not admitted to be
correct. Now look at the last report,
1st October, 1895. The amount to the
credit of the Renewal Fund on Oct. 1,
1894, was the large sum of $217,623.21,
and to this is added on Oect. 1, 1895, the
sum of .$115,014.88, making 'a grand
total of $332,623.09, although the sum
actually required for repairs for 1895
was only $45,234.23, leaving to the
credit of this fund at the present time
& balance of $287,463.86. And this sum
of $115,014.88 is charged against theg Re-
serve Fund, though the Act says re-
pairs should be charged against earn-
ings. The Company’s object is to keep
down the Reserve Fund and prevent
1ts overflowing into the Special Sur-
plus Account, thereby bringing about
a reduction in the price of gas. The
Renewal Fund is swollen beyond all
reason and money is misappropriated
and placed to its. éredit, the company
intending to perpetually use this fund
as a means of an illegal diversion of
its'capital, so that it can keep up the
charge for gas. The bulk of this
money to the credit of the Renewal
T'und is also sunk in plant and 5 per
cent. is also charged for it out of earn-
ings. The money to the credit of the
Reserve Fund on Oct. 1, 1895, is $753,~
149.59, which should be in good deben-
tures bearing interest for the consuni-
er instead of being sunk in plant draw-
ing ’ per cent. out of earnings.
Consumers Should Have a Voice.

And yet the directors are all gentle-
mwen and honorable men. They may
settle among themselves the respon-
sibility for this state of affairs, but
they may rest assured that the public
are aroused and will hold somebody
to a strict account. Public meetings
snould be held and the whole matter
ventilated. No Alderman should be
elected without giving a pledge to pro-
tect the citizens in their fight against
the Company. Every man who pays a
gas bill is intérested. The Company is
controlled by the shareholders; and the
consumer, as such, has had no voice in
its management, but the consumer, &s

PROSECUTION WILL FOLLOW,

Faurther Steps to Be Taken re Percy Beck's
Death,

The scandalous revelations disclosed
Ly the inquest on the death of Percy
Beck, who was permitted to die of
diphtheria without medical aid being
called and in a house in and out of
which other children were constantly
bassing, have aroused the authorities
to make every effort to bring to jus-
tice the parties responsible for this
condition of affairs. Previous attempts
to bring those who practised with re-
sults fatal to others; the so-called
science of healing, within the reach of
the law, have been unsuccessful, but
the duthorities believe that the un-
usual circumstances of this case, dis-
tinguish it from any other upon which
Christian Scientists have been indict-
ed. It is said that warrants have been
issued for the apprehension of those
most directly implicated, and arrests
may be looked for to-day.

ing chloroform to drip from a bottle
upon the towel.

In explanation of the whereabouts
of the children Holmes said they haa
gone to London with Minnie Willlams
When asked where their trunks were
Holmes said he left them In a hotel
in West Madison-avenue In Detroit.
At another interview Holmes contra-
dicted himself by stating that he had
given the boy Howard in charge of a
man named Hatch at Indianapolis and
that he had never seen any of them
since he sent the girls from Toronto.

The Cuildren’s Bodies.

Mr. Graham proposed now to have
Geyer tell of the finding of the chil-
dren’s bodies.

The defence objected strenuously and
the jury was taken from the room
while the argument on the question
was made.

; Lobster Pack in P. E. Island,

The Department of Trade and Com-
merce has received a copy of the draft
bill now before the New Zealand Leg-
islature for reciprocity between that
colony and other - colonies of Great
Britain. In addition to the memoran-
dum of terms agreed upon with Cana-
da, it appears that New Zealand is
negotiating similarly for a.treaty with
South Australia.

New Zealand Reciproeity BiJL

According to reports which  have
reached the fisheries department the
total pack of lobsters in Prince Ed-
ward Island this year. amounts to 3,-
091,000 one-ppund cans, a decrease of
70,000 as compared with last season.
This total was the product of 192 fae-
tories. In addition to the pack, 11,800
pounds of live lobsters were exported
to Boston alone. 'The Government re-
gulations appear to have worked to
the advantage of the lobster fishery,
although some attempts were made by
fishermen amnd canners to violate the
regulations.#
