Merchants wilk turp a new leaf in their
day books,many of us will make new re
solves, many will make new plansand
schemes, and the world will then settle
down in its accustomed groove. The
year just passed has teemed with mo-
mentous events. It has been fruitful in
additions to science, literature and art.
Many notable discoveries have been
made, and marvellous advance has been
mude in the perfection.of ideas and
inventions that were crude and incom-
plete when it commenced its history.
To go imto details would be a task,
though not impossible, yet of such
magnitude as would tax the time of a
country journalist, with his somewhat
Jimited meauns of reference, to the ut
mosi,

/The year has been a dark one to
many a home the world over, both in
Toss of life and property. Perhaps there
has not been a year in the - history of
the whole world since the flood in which
the loss of life has been so magnitudi-
nous. Earthquakes, shipwrecks, and
in far away Egypt, where nearly 30,000
people perished, cholera, head the
ghastly roll with a tale of horrors that
ene cannot read without a shudder.
Java's frightful catastrophe in August,
by which 100,000 people lost their lives
is yet fresh in the minds of all, and fol
lowing as it did, in but one month's
time, the mews of the earthquake 'at
Isohja, when 4000 souls were sent to
eternity within a few hours made
it all the more shocking. The great
gnles of August and September buried
beneath mighty ocean’s bosom many
a goodly ship and many hundreds of
sturdy sailors. The record of these dis-
astrous months is almost without a
parallel, In this Province by the sea
many a home mourns the loss of a sail-
or husband, or brother, or son, and in
some the family circle has been bereft
of them all and more. Among the
various single disasters by whica the
Joss of lile has been great, we
may note the burning of the Newhall
MHouse, Milwaukee, in Jaouary, when
over 100 people perished iu the Hames;
and a like calamity in a theatre in Po-
Jand in the same month caused the loss
of 268 lives ; again in the same month
she 8. 8. Cimbria was sunk in a collis
sion in the North Sea and nearly 400
poor mortals were drowned; nearly
two hundred little children were crush-
ed to death in a panic that seized them
while attending some sort of a childs
yen's exhibition in Sunderland, Eng.,
# June; and in the following month
the steamer Daphne, while being
Isunched in the Clyde capsized and
about one hundred and fifty persons
were drowned ; sixty-five persons were
also drowned neasr Baltimore during
this month by the breaking in of a
wharf; last month a French fishing
vessel was run down by a large barque,
and upwards of 80 fishermen, who were
returning bome, perished. Tne fore
going are but a tithe of the disasters
that have occurred. One or two ool
umns would be required to give them
all.

An important highway was comple-
ted in the United States during 1883
the Nortbhern Pacific Kailroad ; and that
eountry has also to record the comple-
tion of one of the most marvellous
engineering triumphs known — the
Great East River Bridge. Vast strides
have been made in our own Dominion
in another stupendous work, the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway.

The close of 1883 still finds England
struggling with the vast Irish problem.
Muay lives bave been sacrificed, and
many a foul blot has been scored on
Ireland’s history during this year, in its
impotent struggle against its alle-
giance to the Crown. " Today we find
Ireland the prey of dynamiters, dema-
gogues and assassine — anarohism ie
rampant, and bloodshed of almost daily
occurrence.

1884 will find Nova Scotia, though
it cannot claim any rémarkable
sdvaneement, certainly showing no
signs of decadence, but a steady on-
ward movement, in its commercial,
intellectual and industrial life, The
signs of the times to us seem healthy,
and while we do not endorse the views
of enthusiasts in regard to our pros
perity, on the one hand, we cannot
agree with those who predict coming
depression on the other. We prefer
to believe that the great natural re.
sources of our country are foundations
uponwhicb the future will build a super-
structure of advancement that will
éver enable it to bold its own against
the world.

“{led! « Judge Haliburton,” perhaps
more widely known as ‘‘Sam Sliok,"”

- the father of that"humorous style of

Jiterature so much in vogue in  the
United States to-day, of which we may
take Mark I'wain’s writings as exam
ples.

' We make the following extract from
the article, inasmuch as it bears on this
moted Windsorian's residence in this
County : —

San Stick or Thomnas Chandler Hali
burton, ‘1o speak by the baptismal
register, was born- at Windsor in De-
@ember, 1769. He was the only son of
Willinm Hersey Otis Haliburton, a
elever Iawyer, who got to be a judge of
the old Inferior Court of Common
Pleas. The Huliburton’s came to Ame-
pica trom the banks of Tweed, early in
the eighteenth century. In 1822 we
find hin praetising law at Anopapolis
‘Royal, where he gained a great repu
tation as a pleader and began his poli-
tical career. He resided in one of the
wast picturesque and historieally inter-
assing nooks of America, and his prac-
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tice brought bim into relations with a
very cleverly marked order of buman-
ity. The descendants of those Aca
dians who were scatiered along the
shores of Annapolis Basin, Their
queer habits and native talk furnished
plenty of opportunities for the humor-
iet. That favourite poser of Slick's,
“ How many fins has & cod, at & word?"’
was probably taken out of the month
of some rakish schooner skipper.

He waa returned ome of the two
county members for Annapolis at the
head of the poll at the general election
of 1826. In the first session of the
Thirteenth General Session he came at
once to the front, and held his place
with the best. The storm of abuse and
ridicule which a few years later hurtled
round the beads of the Executive
“Council of XIL"” was as yet quite
pent up. The firet thing done by the
council in 1827 was the disagreeing
about a bill brought in by Haliburton
and passed by the House of Assembly,
the popular branch of the legislature,
by which £3,000 were granted in aid of
common schools. On the second read-
ing of his bill Haliburton told a dream
in which the council figured as twelve
old ladies. The council were loftily
incensed at this outrage and demand-
ed that the satirical member be repris
manded. Aflter much angry discussion
in which an appeal to the people was
talked of, the Speaker censured Hali-
burton. The latter had, from the first,
taken the respounsibility of his words
upon himself, and, a born Conservative,
was the last mon to beat the counoil by
a popular vote, This was Lhe begin-~
ning of the struggle in whioh the coun-
c.] was finally worsted, whereby the
bulk of legislative power passed to the
House of Assembly. It was well for
the Province outside of Halifax that
the House did triumph, for the con
tinuance of the council’s regime meant
the aggrandizement of Halifax at the
expense of the other country towns.
Haliburton's best speech was evoked
by a petition drawn by the traditonary
wit Larry Doyle beginning the aboli:
tion of the declarations and test oaths
aganst popery as a qualitication for
office:n Nova Scotia. Beamish Mur-
doch who had heard the greatest of
our orators, lowe, Johnston, James B.
Uniacke #nd the Youngs, said that this
was the most splendid piece of deola-
mation to which he ever listened. Hali-
burton was nos muoh at extempore
speaking, nor quiok in retort, but
needed time to prepare his eftorts. Joe
Howe used to beso much worked up by
Haliburton’s eloquence that he would
lay down the reporter's pencil and just
listen. The readers of the Nova Sco-
tian newspaper might, perhaps, lose a
little of the choicest of the tribune's
enpressions, bat Howe's memory was
good, and what his ear lost hie wit
could well supply.

Haliburton began bis career as.author
in 1825 by publishing a * General Des
cription of Nova Scotia.” Tbe French

ient land marks of
Annapolis Royal, the manners and cos-
tumes of the people of Clare, of whom
he paints striking piotures in ‘¢ The
Attache’ and * The Old Judge," ocon:
trasting vividly with those of the peo-
ple to the eastward, and the armed
society he met daily in his boyhood in
Windsor had set his inquisitive and in
dustrious mind to treasuring up in a
lasting form the geographical facts and
the historical and imaginative tradi-
tions of this ancient colony. The po-
pular opinion of “ The General Descrip-
tion”” must have been high, as, when
tbe House of Assembly heard that he
had undertaken to write a history of
Nova Scotia, it presented him in his
place in parliament with a resolution
of its approval. The house has never
since then patronizad an author to this
extent. lts first volume surveys the
province in its material aspects, coun-
ty by oounty;’the second is chiefly
founded upon a work by the Abbe
Raynul, and the narrative endsatabout
1363,

Joseph Howe lost a good deal of
money by publishing it. The popula
tion of Nova Socotia was very small and
very unliterary,

His next alleged book is ¢ Kentucky,’
a tale published in London in 1834,
But he wss at this time publishing
piecemeal a work whioh attained a
celebrity greater thaun that of any other
provincial production, and gave to its
authof the title by whioch he is best
known. Howe had been runaning the
Nova Sootian weekly for some years
and enlisting in its service the ablest
pens io the country, Herein the let-
ters of Sam Slick began to sppear in
1835, Published separately late in
1836, they at once become popular.
