fail to perceive the comparative immuaity from
small-pox which the practice would have afforded.
This, no doubt, will already have suggested itself
to many of those who peruse the-siatistics for-
gished in this hastily writteu paper. To my own
mind the subject bas been suggested, most pain-
fully, by observing, in the bed room of an able
bodird young unian dying of small-pox, & sus-
pended bayonet and cartouche box, whose owner,
by a littie timely and trifling act, might have been
spared to his country. To ry professional breth-
ren throughout the Province, I should urgently
recommend the duty (as [ clearly copceive itisa
duty), of apprising the non-vaccinated among their
patients, of the danger of the neglect; and the
vaccinated, that the scar upon the arm is a gua-
rautee of immunity from small-pox, which has ita
limit in duration. Not that we may ever hope to
witness the entire disappearance of this loathsome
malady—but reasonably to expect to limit, at least,
and to deprive of its virulence, a disease which is
‘rightfully common amongst us.
