MINISTER LALONDE: Right!

MINISTER LALONDE: We are equipping ourselves with
a Federal Referendum Legislation, ourselves. I will be
introducing a Bill on the subject during the course of this
year--in order to be able to retaliate vis-a-vis the Quebec
