Unless other arrangements are Made for particular courses of training, cos
shail be borne as follows:

a)' Canada shah bear the cost of.

i) the ailowances mentioned in sub-paragraphs (b) (iii) and (b),(iv) of
Article 4;

ii) tuition, clothing and equipment required for training and ail other
costs;

iii) rations and quarters;
iv) duty travel in connection with the training; and
v) administration, including routine medical and dental care.

b) Namibia shail bear the cost of:'

i) the pay and allowances mentioned in sub-paragraph (a) of Article 4;
ii) the maintenance allowance provided for in sub-paragraph (b) (î) of

>Article 4;
iii) the clothing ailowance provided for in sub-paragraph (b) (ii) of

Article 4;
iv) retum commercial transportation between Namibia and Canada,

including ail in-transit costs;,
y) major medical care relating to serious injury and illness and major

dental care; and
vi) ex gratia payments made under Article 13.
