ExcELLENCY,

I have the honour to refer to the question of liability for damages witb'
respect to a programme for training pilots of the Tanzania Peoples Defeflce
Force at Won-Del Aviation Ltd., St. Hubert, P.Q., scheduled to commence 0fl
November 15, 1974.

Won-Del Aviation Ltd. is a Party to a private insurance contract. A COPY
of this contract is attached. However, should an accident occur involving 1'
member of the Tanzania Peoples Defence Force, this private insurance cofl'-
tract might not cover ail liability and if that accident were the resuit of e
student pilot flying outside normal flight regulations, the possibility ecist
that the insurance company miîght hold the pilot responsible and liable.
Moreover, the above-mentioned insurance policy only relates to accideflIt
involving Won-Del Aviation Ltd. aircraft.

Consequently, the Government of Canada would be grateful for confi1-
mnation that, to the extent such damages are not established to be the respoIll
bility of a private insurance company under any insurance contract, tlWe
Governiment of the United Republic of Tanzania agrees to accept full resPOI1
sibility for alI damages resulting directly or indirectly from any act or 0ni5-1
sion of a member of the Tanzania Peoples Defence Force who is in Cana8e
for the purpose of participating in the flight training programme. In the eveflt

of any dispute regarding responsibility for such damages, the decision of el
appropriate Canadian court shail be considered final and the Governinent Of
the United Republic of Tanzania agrees to submit both to the jurisdiction arid
to the judgement of such a Canadian court. The Government of çanaIde
would also be grateful for confirmation that the Government of the itei
Republic of Tanzania agrees to indemnify and hold harmlAess the Governnet
of Canada from any and aIl liabîlity resulting directly or îndîrectly froin act5
or omissions of any member of the Tanzania Peoples Defence Force Pe-
ticipating in the above-mentioned flîght training course in Canada.

I have the honour to propose that, if the foregoing is acceptable to thte
Government of the United Republic of Tanzania, this Note, which is autherltc
in English and French, together with your Excellency's reply, shahl constittl40

an agreement between the Governiment of the United RLepublic of Tanzanie
and the Government of Canada, which shahl enter into force on the date o
your Exceilency's rephy.
