I have the honor to refer to plans developed- by the United States MY

Force to modernize existing communications facilities which are essential Zf
the operation of the Newfoundland Bases and to American air and Othe
operations in northeastern Canada and the North Atlantic area. The improf;ed

facilities will serve communications needs important to Canada, to the Un¥ s
States and to the North Atlantic Treaty Organization. Their constructlo,
will require the use of certain lands in the vicinity of Stephenville, Ne
foundland, described in the Annex to this Note.

In order to implement the plans referred to above the United States Alf
Force for its part undertakes to bear the capital investment required to co
struct these communications facilities, as well as the cost of operating them, g
propose to Your Excellency that the Government of Canada for its part, tak~
into account the value and importance of these facilities to both our GOve_ﬂeld
ments, undertake to make the lands referred to above available to the Unit o
States for its exclusive use for the purpose of installing and operating tr
facilities, which are to Be used solely for military purposes. i
