On motion of Mr. Mackenzie King (Prince Albert), a Special Committee
was appointed to prepare and report with all convenient, speed, Lists of Members
to compose the Select Standing Committees of this House under Standing Order
63, said Committee to be composed of Messrs.: King (Kootenay East), Forke,
Casgrain, Stewart (Leeds) and Hanson.

Mr. Mackenzie King (Prince Albert), delivered a message from His
Excellency the Governor General, which was read by Mr. Speaker, as follows:—
