Hon. Sir FREDERICK W. BORDEN
(Minister of Militia aud Defence):

1. No. The prices are incorrectly quoted
If intended to apply to the year 1905. For
supplies at the camps of instruction at
London, Niagara, Kingston, Ottawa, Lapral-
rie and Three Rivers during the sumumer of
190M, the following prices were paid:

At London: Bacon, 15J cents, not 9j cents
as quoted ; coff ee, 16 cents ; tea, 16 cents,
not 18 cents as quoted ; butter, 18 cents.

At Niagara :Bacon, 101 cents, not 8 cents
as q.uoted ; coff ee, 25 cents ; tea, 20 cents;
butter, creamery, 20 cents, flot 14 cents as
quoted.

At Kingston: Bacon, 101 cents, not 8 cents
as quoted ; coffee, 14 cents, not 15 cents as
quoted ; tea, 12 cents, not 15 cents as quoted;
butter, dairy, 18 cents, not 17 cents as quot-
ed.

At Ottawa: 'Bacon, 131 cents; coffee, 20
cents ; tea, 20 cents :butter, 18 cents, not
14 cents as quoted.

At Laprairie : Bacon, 14J cents, not 14
cents as quoted ; coff ee, 20 cents ; tea, 17
cents, not 20 cents as quoted ; butter, 20
cents, flot 19 cents as quoted.

At Three Rivers : Bacon, 16 cents ; coff ee,
31, cents, not 33 cents as quoted:; tea, 30
cents ; butter, 22 cents,

2. In ail these cases tenders were obtain-
ed by public advertisement ; and the con-
tract was given to the lowest tenderer.

3. Contracts wil1 be made as described lu
question 2, after public advertisement.

Mr. SAM. HUGHES (Victoria). 1 do not
understand the minister's anýswer to the first
question.

Sir FREDERICK BORDýEN. The ques-
tion does not say which year. I am assum-
ing that It is 1905. If it is, the Auditor
General's -figures are wrong.

Mfr. SAM. HUGHES. It is the last year
of the Auditor General's Report.

Sir FREDERICK BORDEN. M'y officers
wvho weut into tbe matter very fully say
that the prices 1 bave given are the cor-
rect prices.

TRE CLOSE SEASON FOR PICKEREL.

Mr. GUNN asked:

1. What ie the close season ta catch piclcerel
in the waters of Lake Huron, off the shores of
the caunty af Huron?

2. What is the close season ta catch pickerel
in the waters of Lake Huron, off the shores of-
the county of Lambton ?

Ô. If the close seasons are not the samne, 'why
ie there a difference ?

Hon. L. P. BRODEUR (Minister of Ma-
rine andi Fisheries):

1. lSth April ta the lSth May.
2. There is no close season for pickerei

there.
3. The close season was abolished by

order lu council, October 31, 1903, on the
grountd that the nearness of fishing by
Americans, upon wbom no close season was
lmposed, rendered competition entirely un-
fair. But the recommendation to council
stated that this relaxation is warranted
solely by the apathy shown by the goveru-
ment of the bordering states of the Union,
ln their apparent want of appreciation of
the Canadian efforts ta protect the fish,
which places their own fishermen in such
an advantageous position, and practicaliy
nullifies the good effect of the Canadian
laws ; 'but la 'the event of any concerted
action, the close season th-us abolished îs to
be rigîdly enforced.
