
that the cornmunist; regime, if it is to, be
recognized, must work its passage. The
forthcoming conference at Geneva will, I
think, be the flrst occasion upon which com-
munist negotiators have sat down at a con-
ference table with negotiators from the west.
I believe wc should perhaps regard that as
a test of the good faith of the communist
regime, flot; necessarily the one and only or
final test but at least one test. I believe wc
should proceed in this matter with caution
and make haste very slowly.

On the other hand I believe the Prime
Minister was wise ini pointing out that to,
adopt a neyer, neyer policy would not be
sound. It would tic our hands diplomatically.
It would not enable us .to maintain a freedorn
of diplornatic manoeuvre. After ail, in the
changing circurnstances of this age, no one
can predict with certainty how far conditions
rnay change in the years ta corne. For that
reason, I think it is wise to maintain a flex-
ible policy and to forswear a rigid course
in these diplomnatic matters.

In conclusion, Mr. Speaker, xnay I say that
I rnentionied. the Geneva conference. I feel
that wc arc dotag the right thing in being
rcprescnted there. I hope that it rnay achieve
a great measure of success. I arn afraid
that hope is more in the form of a wish
rather than based upon fact and rnay contain
a dcgree of optirnisrn. 1 believe we should
take advantage of every opportunity to nego-
tiate, because eventually out of negotiations
may corne undcrstanding and agreemnent. It
may take time. It will take patience, but
thc alternative is so disastrous that negotia-
tions must continue. 0f course, I do agrce
with the sentiments that have been cxpressed
in diff erent parts of thc house that in these
negotiations we should negotiate from
strength.

On motion of Mr. Green the debate was
adjourned.
