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regarded in some quarters as simply for the
purpose of impinging upon provincial re-
sponsibility in this fleld.

1 wish to repeat that I support fully the
principle of equal remuneration for equal
work, and all reasonable and practical
mensures for the extension of the application
of the principle in tis country. Since the
recent establishment and organization of our
women's bureau the departmnent has done a
good deal in this regard. It is the view o!
those. who have engaged in this study that
f urther investigation is desirable before final
conclusions are reached -as to the kind of
legisiative action in the federal field. I wish
ta assur- my hon. friend that tis investiga-
tion will be carried forward quickl'y to, com-
pletion. And in doing so there wrn be
opportunity for all private organizations and
groups who have expressed general views in
support of the legisîntive approach to confer
wlith my' department and produce relevant
data.'in support of their views. That we will
warmly welcome.

I hope that in view of wbtI have said,
and -after 'a -discussion -! thilli m natter, the
sponsor of this bill will not; wish to press it
to a. vote but will feel that she h.as: ,accom-
plished her purpose. If she finds that is not
possible, it will be clear from wh.at I have
said that wile I am not denying .the good
principle .involved here, I shail have to vote
against second reading of this particular bull.

The house resumed consideration of the
motion of Mr. Howe (Port Arthur) for the
second reading of Bill No. 3, respecting the
construction, operation and 'maintenance of
international river improvements.

Mr. Low: Mr. Speaker, before the dinner
hour 1 had laid do.wn the general proposition
that over the last 20 years I had personally
witnessed a growing arrogance on the part
of federal governments, par-ticularly the one
now in office, which had inspired them ta
assume powers which in many instances it
was not thought they should ever have
attempted to assume., I believe I closed on
the note that we wonderecl at this time where
this arrogance and hunger for unchecked
power is going to end. That is a very serious
consideration for every Canadian worthy of
the name.
