Mr. Thomas M. Bell (Saint John-Lancaster):

Mr. Bell: When the minister does receive it
through the courtesy of the Postmaster Gen-
eral or whoever is answerable, will he make
a reply to the house on this important
matter?

WHEAT—QUOTA FOR WESTERN FARMERS
Mr. Rod Thomson (Batileford-Kindersley):
A question for the Minister of Industry,
Trade and Commerce, Mr. Speaker. What
quota does the Canadian Wheat Board hope

to provide western farmers by the end of
July?

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister of Industry,
Trade and Commerce): The best possible one,
Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Thomson: I was hoping for a more
direct answer. Is it the intention of the board
to equalize its quotas as between delivery
points by the end of July?

Mr. Pepin: That is generally the policy of
the Wheat Board, Mr. Speaker. I was not
trying to be funny when I replied a moment
ago. It is simply that it is impossible, now,
to know what will happen in July.

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WHEAT—REQUEST FOR LARGER QUOTA IN
MANITOBA

ber of delivery points in Manitoba are still on
a one bushel quota or just on a one unit
quota for dry wheat, will the minister advise
the house when these points can expect larger
quotas?

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister of Industiry,
Trade and Commerce): Mr. Speaker, instruc-
tions are to give a preferential basis to those
points that are still on unit quotas.

Mr. Siewart (Marquetite): A supplementary
question, Mr. Speaker. Can the minister
advise the house why most points on low
quotas are Canadian Pacific delivery points?

Mr. Pepin: No, Mr. Speaker. If there is a
specific reason I will try to discover it and
report to the house.
