GERMANY TO HAVE
BIG AERIAL FLEET

Civing Attention to All Sorts
But Relies ‘Mainly -on
Dirigible Balloons.

]

BERLIN, Aug. 12.—The war - off'ce
claims that the latesf German rigid ‘dir.
igible balloons of the Zeppelin type haye
a range at full speed of over 1000 miles
—possibly 1300 miies with a favorable
wind. “Full speed,” in the case of Zep-
pelin ‘IV., means fifty miles ‘an hour in
a-dead c4alm. . At half speed this dirigible
and the one known as the ‘I, 1.” or L.
Z 14,” can go, intheory at least, with
B favoring wind, over 2500 miles, The
“IL. L” has & full speed rating of 52
miles an hour, with 22 tons of Hiting
power. The speed of the “L. 11" and
“L. 11L,” both of which are now buflding,
s not known. - » »

All of the fo-culled gﬂvue Afrships In
Germany aré subfect (o thve requirements
of the army and navy and can be com-
mandeered at afny time. This is true of
all the Zeppelins and also of thé non-
riglds that are of any considerable size,
but not aeroplanes, Germany has no
standard type of military aeroplane, but
buys “indisriminately from privats firms.
However, there is a ‘‘national type” of
aeroplane in Germany. its principal
characteristiés are unusual flexibllity,
and the bird-like shape of the wivgs,
The Rumpler-Taube and the aviatic
monoplane, ‘and 1he Albatross and Otto
blplanes are chiéfly of usé in the army.

Might Cross Atlantic

The latest Zeppelin is 5256 feet long.
with at leaM 600 horse power, and a
guaranteed speed of over fifiy miles an
hour, To build and house such a bal-
loon and equip and man it for a trans-
atlantic vovage, with insurance guaran-
ties, etc., would cost about $1,500,000.
The cost and guaranties in the case «f
an aeroplane big enough and strong
enough to venture on such a voyage are
figured at $250,000, but even experts here
do not serfousiy consider the possibility
of an aeroplane flight between Europe
and America.

It has been suggested that the best
time for an aeroplane to try the trans-
oceanic flight would be in June or July,
when the ‘“lane’”’ s thronged, so to
speak, with steumships, on which the
aviator fould alight for fue! or rest or
for repairs.
