erring to the United Statee, the
speaker pointed out that not only had
the people lost the control of governs
ment in that country and that the
power had been more or legs grabbed
by the senate which represented the
interests, but he aleo mentioned: the
enormous concentration of wealth in
the hands of a few, and that this few
had both the political power and the
wealth of the country concentrated
in their- hands. He eaw no avoid-
arce of this condition of affairs except
by the substitution of .public owner-
ship for private interest. The-state-
owned raflway would never be a
menace to the state; the private-
owned roads were always a menace to.
the state, no matter iIn what country
they were. When men said they
were In favor of etate control, etate
control to him was merely a polite way
of saying state ownership.
