adopted strong resolutions In favor of reci­
procity, and especially reciprocity with Cau- 
ada. The milling Industry of the United 
(states has two good reasons for favoring 
reciprocity. One is to increase Its markets. 
The other is to Increase the amount of work 
that falls to it Flour Is one of the prin­
cipal articles that have figured in all reci­
procity arrangements with the countries of 
Spanish America. The people of tropical 
lands buy their flour from abroad. They 
might as well buy from the United Statss 
as elsewhere, and would do so If reasonable 
trade agreements were made. Therefore, 
the millers naturally want reciprocity with 
the countries south of us. They want reci­
procity with Canada because the Dominion 
Is now a great wheat-producing region. This 
wheat might Just as well be sent to the 
United States to be ground. It Is kept out 
by the American tariff. The reciprocity 
which these millers ask for Is the kind that 
Blaine favored and McKinley proposed in 
that famous last speech at the Pan Ameri- 
nan Exposition. It would remove only such 
Amerirgji duties as are no longer needed for 
home prqduction and would broaden the 
field for American opportunity. The millers 
will send their resolutions to both national 
conventions, but It Is only the Republican 
convention which can he expected to pledge 
itself to the idea, for reciprocity Is as much 
opposed to tree trade as Is protection.
