An American Opinion of Canadians—
Enthusing Over Scholes’ Reception.

E. C. McBride, writing to the Buffalo
Enquirer, says:

“Canada and Canadians are not un-
derstood in this countiry, especially 1n
! cities further inland. Often one will
| Lhear nick-names given to certain men
as Dagces, Spaniards, etc.,, in tones

times it occurs that the word Canuck

is also sprung on some well-known

man, showing that he originally came
| from Canada. Now there is not one
i out of every fifty men, yea, 1 will ven-
ture to say one out of every 500 men,
who knows how the name Canuck or-
jginated, but that has no place here.
At least two of our city aldermen are
Canadian born and many of our best
officials and business men in this city
originally called Canada home. in
fact, it is said that Gen. MacArthur,
who has made such a remarkably gal-
lant fight and record in the Philip-
pines, was born in Canada, and not so
many miles from Buffalo either.

“This column is not intended as a
political school, but 1 started out 1o
show that although Canadians are
thought to be bigoted and great ad-
mirers of blue laws, which nhave been
ridiculed by Yankees, still they are
much more liberal than the citizens
of this city or of this country. A young
| man ramed Scholes a few weeks ago
left Toronto and with a young Ppro-
fessional pugilist named Gallagher he
took steerage passage on an ocean
steamship, and landing in England
competed in the amateur champion-
ships of the world in two classes, and,
what is more, he won out.

“He landed yesterday on his home
trip in New York city, where he was
met by a delegation of Toronto citi-
zens. When he gets back to his native
city he will be given a reception in a
big hall there, attended by the best
citizens of Toronto and accorded a
welcome that will put in the shade
the great ovation tendered Ned Han-
lon, the famous oarsman, a few years
ago, when that Torontonian returned
from England, having defeated all of
the world’s champlons.
