Again I ask the minister, can we expect 
a full public inquiry so that we can get to the bottom of this 
and the travelling public in northwestern Ontario can be 
protected? It is not good enough to say that some procedures 
will be tightened up. Obviously for too long something wrong 
has been happening, and we deserve to know who gave the 
orders and to clean up this mess.
