MONCTON, July 10 (Special)—Among 
the victims of yesterday’s electrical storm 
in this section was the thirteen year old 
daughter of Jacob Trites, I. C. R. section 
man, at Painsec.

Trites’ daughter was standing in the 
door of her father’s house when struck 
and instantly killed.

The corner of the house was wrecked, 
but none of the other occupants were in­
jured beyond a slight shock.

The child’s death was undoubtedly due 
to standing in a draught in the doorway.

A report comes from Cocagne that a

man was killed at that place during the 
storm, but it cannot be verified.

C. R. employe, died this morning at his 
home, McLaughlin Road, after a lengthy 
illness. He was aged 55 years. The de­
ceased suffered a paralytic stroke a few 
months ago, and never recovered.

WASHINGTON, July 10-“The fleet 
will start for the South and the Pacific 
about October 1,” said Rear-Admiral 
Brownson, chief of the bureau of navi­
gation.

“We are going ahead with the work of 
getting the ships in good shape. The work 
work will proceed just as usual. The in­
tention now is that the ships shall go 
north on their usual cruise, in the vicinity 
of Newport and elsewhere, have the tar­

The circuit court case of Moran vs. 
O’Regan, for libel, was concluded before 
Mr. Justice McLeod this morning, when 
the jury returned a verdict in the plain­
tiff’s favor, allowing four hundred dollars 
damages.

When court opened, Daniel Mullin, K. 
C., who acted for the plaintiff, conclud­
ed his address to the jury, and denounced 
the action of the defendant as libelous 
and malicious. The plaintiff, he arjfued, 
was riot aware that he would be. required 
by the defendant to work' on Dominion 
Day and assumed, naturally, that his en- 
gagBment with Mr. O’Regan was at an 
end. There was nothing in the terms of 
the e 
to wor

The plaintiff had been working for Mr. 
O’Regan at seven dollars a week and the 
defendant was not entitled to more than 
six days’ work to the week. Mr. Moran 
had drawn his pay on Friday, June 30, 
1906 and the $1.16 that Mr O’Regan claim­
ed for Dominion Day, on which the plain­
tiff had not returned to work, he could 
not recover. Mr. Mullin referred also to 
the fact that Miss Dalton, Mr. O’Regan’s 
stenographer had stated, on the stand 
that Mr. Moran had been expected to 
come back and look after the defendant’s 
horses on Sunday and she had also declar­
ed that when Mr. O’Regan had dictated 
the letter to her for Mr. Moran, accusing 
him of dishonesty, it had changed her

These corpor­
ations and individuals constitute what is 
generally known as the “Tobacco Trust,” 
and the petition directed against them 
sets forth the purpose of the government 
to dissolve this trust by breaking up the 
agreements under which the consolidated 
concerns are working. In showing the 
growth of the “trust’ ’since its organiza­
tion in 1890, the conclusion is reached that 
at an early day, unless prevented, it 
would completely monopolize the entire 
tobacco industry.
