*IN FRANGE

Charge That Ex-Minister Was
-Aiding Germans

He Steutly Denies It

Letter to President Read in Cham-
ber at Request of Accused Man,
Malvey—House Hears it and
Votes Confidence in Government

Paris; Oct. 5—Louis J. Malvy, former
minister of the interior, who resigned of-
fice on account of press attacks against
him ‘n connection with exeposures of
German intrigues, caused a nation wide
sensation by announcing in the cham-
ber of deputies yesterday that he had
been slanderously accused of abusing his
position as minister to betray the coun-
try. The charges were 'made by Leon
Daudet, son of the late Alphonse Dau-
det, a noted writer, in a letter to Presi-
dent Poincare, which Premier Painleve
read at the request of M. Malvy.

After M. Malvy had indignantly de-
pied the charges, and Premier Painleve
had promised the chamber that M. Dan-
det would be obliged to prove his words,
the chamber voted confidence in.  the
government, with several abstenions,
principally among he Socialists.

It would
be too long to lay them before you. Be
assured only that M. Malvy has kept
Germany fully infermed of -all our mili-
tary and diplomatic plans, notably by
the band of spies of the Bonnet Rouge,
by his friend Vigo and by one Souter,
director of the Maggi Kub (a beef ex-
tract company.)

“It was thus the German high com-
mand knew point by point, to quote only
one example, of the plan to attack_the
Chemin des Dames. See the Spanish
newspaper A B C of July 28, 1917. When
M. Malvy was admitted to the council
of war it was with applause from the
Bonnet Rouge.

“Know also that documents of indis-
putable authenticity show the hands of
M. Malvy and of the suret generale (the
political police attached to the ministry
of the interior)) in the military mutinies
and the tragic events of June, 1917, H
lies with you, Mr. President, to verify
the foundation of these accusations by a
rapid investigation, which will be an
easy matter for you, and to do prompt
justice, for it is reported that Germany,
to cause trouble in the public mind, is
getting ready to give M. Malvy away
in a short time as useless to her cause.

“The only means to destroy the Ger-
man plans therefore is to act first and
bring before the military tribunals the
wretch who has delivered France to the |
enemy, morsel by morsel. i

“In any way, fulfilling what I believe |
is my duty as a Frenchman with regard |
to you, Mr. President, I fix a date with l
