British sailors, marines and volunteers
left the concession and boarded British
warships.

ORONTO, Ont, Jan. 6—Mis-
sionary headquarters here of
Canadian churches represented in
China, last night had no direct word
of the position of Canadians in the
troubled area of China.

Rev. Edgar Brownlee, secretary of
the China Inland Mission, said they
had a mission home in the Hankow
British concession, and, while there

W cession in Hankow was both a resi-
dential and industrial centre for the
foreign population of the city, and
that most of the missionary soci-
eties had their headquarters there.

Rev. J. H. Arnup of the Foreign
Mission Board of the United
Church, stated ‘last night that, so
far as he knew, there were no mis-
sionaries of that church from Can-
ada within several hundred miles of
the affected area in that country.

RUSSIAN “INVASION”
SCOUTED BY FORKE

Story of 13,000 Soviet Families
Coming to Canada—News
to Minister

OTTAWA, Ont., Jan. 6—“I don’t
know anything about it” remarked
Hon. Robert “Forke, Minister of Im-
migration, when told- today that des-
patches from London, heralded the
coming of 18,000 Russian families to
Canada. London newspapers had said
that the vanguard of this army of im-
migrants had arrived in London, en
route to Canada, and that the balance
would pass through before spring.

NO JFFICIAL APPROVAL.

The Minister of Immigration point-
ed out that immigration and pass-
port regulations would have to be
complied with before any Russian im-
migrants could come to Canada. He
stated that no official approval had
been given to such wholesale immigra-
tion to Canada of citizens of the Soviet
Republic and he thought it probable
that some misunderstanding had led
to the publication of the report in
London.

VISION OF RICHES

Toronto Man Ruined by Prom-
ises of Alleged Syndicate at

WINDSOR, Ont., Jan. 6—Visions of
riches, which he believed would mater-
ialize from being connected with a syn-
dicate organized to purchase and train
race horses, faded today when Burt N.
Turner, of Toronto, was found guilty
of theft of $500 by conversion. Turner’s
accuser was Mark Heaton, also of
Toronto.

Gundy that Turner, who was secre-
tary-treasurer of the syndicate, in-
duced him to invest 8500 in the scheme.
Turner saild he had been lured to
Windsor to join the activities of the
syndicate by a man who called at his
hosiery factory in Toronto to outline
the plan to own a string of first-class
horses, Turner told the court that his
own manufacturing company had gone
to the wall, while he was flirting with
fortune at the border.

Smugglers’ Rocket Signals
Nearly Wreck Big Collier
Off Glace Bay Last Night

YDNEY, N. S., Jan. 6.—A rum runner making rocket signals to
smugglers ashore is believed to have been the real cause of the
excitement at Table Head, Glace Bay, which took the big collier
Fulham off her course last night and kept her circling about in a
blinding rainstorm, near the dangerous coast of Cape Breton in a
gallant but futile effort to locate and aid a supposed vessel in

distress.

Seeing distress signals at Glace Bay,®

an appeal for assistance, addressed to
all ships in the vicinity, was broad-
cast. It was picked up by the British
Empire Steel Corporation- charter
steamer, Fulham, 4,234 tons register,
which was then about 80 miles from
the spot, having left Sydney in the
afternoon with a cargo “of ‘coal for
Newfoundland.

COLLIER TURNS BACK.

Despite the blinding rain and weath-
er conditions that made it advisable to
keep as far off the coast as possible,
the Fulham turned and rushed for
Table Head, reaching the place about
7 o’clock. She criss-crossed back and
forth for 5 hours over a radius of 20
miles, around the spot. Local ship-
ping nden give great praise to Captain
Woodcock of the Fulham, for his very
prompt assistance under such condi-
tions.

Meantime the authorities are at a
loss to know what to make of the cir-
cumstances. It was at first assumed
that the distressed vessel either had
no wireless or it was out of communi-
cation and nothing of importance
would be learned until she reached
some port.

Shipping men now express the beliet
that what ‘was seen’ was “merely the
signal rockets of a rum runner com-
municating with accomplices ashore.

AS BAD AS PAINTED

N. B. Livestock Head Gives
Figures on Provincial
Agriculture

FREDERICTON, N. B, Jan. 6 —
Agricultural conditions in New Bruns-
wick are not as bad as they have been
frequently painted, according to James
Bremner, Jr., provincial livestock super-
intendent, who addressed the members
of the York County Municipal Council
this morning.

Correcting an impression relating to
the gross annual agricultural revenues
of the province, gained from the re-
marks of a speaker who had previously
addressed the council, Mr. Bremner
stated that New Brunswick’s gross
agricultural revenue had increased over
$10,000,000 from the lowest figure of
$28,322,000 in 1924 to $39,506,000 in
1925. The 1924 figures, he said, had
been quoted in comparison with $50,-
000,000 for 1918, the year of peak war-
time production, to the disadvantage of
the province. While New Brunswick
had been making agricultural strides,
there were three provinces, Quebec,

| Ontario and Alberta, whose buying

powers had not increased. New Bruns-
wick’s advance from 1924 to 1925 had
been in advance of Nova Scotia.

He estimates that if
he survives 30 years of prison life
he may be released, and figures that
his gains will have increased to

$500,000 through the compounding
of interest.

“Ryan is now 33 years of age
and is the father of four children,
By trade he is a baker.”
