Dr. Grisdale emphasized the import-
ance of improving the quality of Can-
ada’s agricultural products in order to
maintain its position in the world mar-

;tt. At present, he said, Canada is on

equal footing with other countries

- ing agricultural products,

must be prepared to meet competition.

He predicted that Canada would soon

ﬂnve the preference in the bacon mar-
et. :
