But I
am free to admit that other theologians,
far more learned than I am, would re-
verse my verdict on the subject.

“Some moralists there are, who deny
that hunger stricking cannot be justified;
others have drawn & distinction between
ogjective  truth and subjective’ error.
But, as you are asking for my personal
view on the subject, 1 give it for what it
is worth, without comment upon any one
who may differ from me.”
