The morning session was devoted to
brief addresses by the delegates., The
principal speech was made by Rev, J.
L. Tryon of Boston, whose subject was
“The Loondon peace congress in 1908.”
The addresg of Henry C: Niles of York,
Pa., relati [ to state peace congresses,
was read by A. B. Farquhar,

the Interion Ballinger, Count Von Bern-
storiff; the |German ambassador, Senor
de La Borrp, the Mexican ambassador,
Dr. Wu Ting Fang, the Chinese minis-
ter, and jthers spoke.

In the conurse of last winter my gov-
ernment agreed with France to submit
the Casablanca gquestion to arbitration
and you will al] agree with me that no
sgovernment could well do more for the
cause of arbitration.

As to the question of the limitation
of armaments you all known that the
German gpvernment could not “see
their way to take any:steps in this mat-
ter. The Imperial Chancellor has sev-
eral times | explained in his speeches
before the Imperia] parliament that -the
reduction armaments was no doubt
desirable, but that it was difficult to
find a practical solution of the ques-
tion, as it could not be -decidéd upon
abstract principles or mathematical
ealculation.|

Incidefftally I may mention that we
will in 1912 have 10 Dreadnoughts and
8 Invincibles and not 17 or 25 Dread-
noughts as| was wrongly stated.

Every nation follows more or less
distinctive traditions of thought. They

Only twice during the last forty
years did qur soldiers have to fight, On
one occasipn they fought shoulder to
shoulder with the troops of the United
States for |the cause of civilization in
China. This expedition cannot be called
a war, neither can one use this expres-
sion when |we speak of the rebellion in
South West Africa, which had to be
subdued. Moreover in both cases which
I mentioned the national army was not
sent to war.

I often hear our Emperor spoken of
in this country as a war Lord. You
must, however, not forget, that al-
though he has reigned for 21 years at

the head of the strongest army of the

world he never -made war. Our arma-

treasury by means of fraudulent
vouchers or by forged accounts thou-
sand of dollars, This money, it is
charged, has been squandered on a
woman of the under world known in
Seattle by the name of Florence Moore.
She is also .well known in Los Angeles
as Hazel Moore, or Prescott,

Hamilton was summoned to Olympia
last night by Attorney-General Bell,
and it is expected that Governor Hay
will to-day be placed in possession of
formal charges against Hamilton, ac-
cusing him -of being short in his ac-
counts, The specific charge will name
a2 sum of about $13,000, but it is thougnrt
the actual amount will be several times
this.

Adjutant-General Hamilton, who re-
cently surrendered his office to Gen.
George B. Lamping, upon the.demand
of Governor Hay, is said -to have seé-
cured the money through forged vouch-
ers. He pretended to buy cartiridges for
the National Guard arsénals, but, in-
stead, it is alleged, spent the money on
Mrs. Moore.

Hamilton, until a few weeks ago, was
one of the pnest ;popular and respected
young men in public life in this state,
apd the story of his dlleged defalcation
has created a tremendous -sensation
throughout the state.

The women in the case, Mrs. Florence
Moore, is a guest at the Hotel Butler
annex, in this city, where she has
maintained luxurious apartments for
some time. She claims to be the widow
of a wealthy ‘Alaskan - mining man.
She has entertained lavishly, ang ap-
peared to have an inexhaustible sup-
ply of money.

SAYS MILLIONAIRE -
WRECKED COMPANY

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PLOTS AGAINST NEW
SULTAN OF TURKEY

Civil Officers Dismissed by Rechad Endeavor o Stir
Up Insurrection---Massacres Continue
in Asia Minor.

(By Bysantius Moschponlous,
correspondent of the United Press.)
Constantinople, May 5.—Plots hatch-

ed by leaders of the thousands of civil

officers who were dismissed by Sultan

Rechad when He ascended the throne,

were revealed to-day and the Young
Turks government is rapidly doubling
its military patrols here and elsewhere
to prevent another reactionary out-
break.

Several ring-leaders in the plots have
been placed under arrest and will be
tried for treason.

Considerable dissatisfaction has re-
sulted among the friends of the dismis-
sed officials because of the economical
policy of the new government. This
feeling has been inflamed by agitators
who are attempting to work the people
up to the pitch where another revolu-
tion will be possible, Every precaution
is being taken by the Constitutionalists
and the Sultan believes he will be able
to hold the insurrectionists in check.

The situation is compMcated by ap-
peals from Asia Minor for more troops.
The dispatch says that the troops al-
ready stationed there are not sufficient
in number to police the provinces and
prevent the wholesale massacres

stafl

which are stil} going on in the interior.
If the Sultan is compelled to send
troops away from the capital, he will
weaken his position and give the in-
surrectionists the opportunity to strike.
' For this reason he is retaining the
troops until he can be certain that the
most powerful leaders of the rebels
are captured aud the bands of conspi-
rators broken up.

Messages received to-day confirm the
report of the burning of the French
sisters’ .schoo] at Mersina and the de-
struction of the convent at Arana.
