Hon. George Anthony Walk 
born at Newry, Ireland, November 15th,
1834, the son of the late Charles Wal­
kem, Of the Royal Engineer staff of Can­
ada, and Mary Anne, daughter of 
George Boomer. He was educated at a 
grammar school in England and at Mc­
Gill University, Montreal. Destined for 
the bar he studied under tlie late Sir 
John Rose, and in I860 he was admitted 
to the bar of Lower Canada and to that 
of Ontario in 1661. The following year 
he came to British Columbia, then in the 
midst of the Cariboo excitement, and 
proceeded to that celebrated region. The 
treasure seekers of that day were repre­
sentative of every class, but caste and 
Petty distinctions were unknown. All 
were actuated by a common desire—a ‘j-l bi the Philippian with 
great equalizer, in truth—to force from 
the earth the glittering wealth 
was stored there in abundance.

It was truly a happy augury for his 
political' future that Hon. Mr. Walkem’s 
majority in that first election1 exceeded 
the votes of the quartette of candidates 
who entered the lists -With him. From 
then until his advent into the field from 
Which he now retires he devoted himself 
tirelessly and efficiently to public affairs 
in the country’s councils. But he did' not 
neglect his profession, and according to 
the pioneers who are familiar with his 
"career, by industry, attention and signal 
ability he established the largest law 
practice in British Columbia.

He was one of the most active work­
ers irr behalf of Abe Confederation, and 
when the union was consummated, enter- 
ed, the provincial legislature us an elect­
ed member for Cariboo. Mr. Walkem 
was appointed a member of the ex ecu- 
tive council January 12th, 1872, taking 
tlie office of chief commissioner of lands 
and works. From December, 1872, to 
January, 1876, lie was attorney-general", 
and on the resignation of Mr. de Cosmos 
in February, 1874, he became premier, 
holding the office of attorney-genera] un- 
til January, 1876. He was in opposition 
for two sessions, and 'a general election 
again gave hitn the premiership by a 
sweeping majority.

In 1874 he proceeded to England on 
behalf of the government, in 
quence of the difference between the 
province and the Dominion as ta the con­
struction of the Canadian Pacific rail­
way. This duty he performed with ac­
knowledged ability. At tlie close of ins 
labors in London, a public dinner was 
tendered to Hon. Mr. Walkem at which 
Sir John Rose presided ; several noble­
men and many men of high rank and 
standing were present, 82 in all being 
around the board. This dinner was held 
in Willis’s celebrated rooms, and was a 
great success. It was prominently no­
ticed next day in all the London dailies, 
including the Times, and afterwards in 
the.Toronto Globe. In commemoration 
of iiis visit and the highly valuable work 
which he had done, Hon. Mr. Walkem 
mas presented by a number of friends 
in London interested in British Colum­
bia With a splendid proof of Frith’s 
famous railway picture, representing 
Paddington station, London. Old pio­
neers who saw this great picture on its 
arrival here thirty years ago recollect

THE ARMENIAN PLOT.z
Secret Service Agents Are at Work In 

Several Cities in United States.

New Y<yk, Nov. 10.—Through letters that 
have reached this country lurther details 
havè come to light 6f the Armenian plot 
that recently resulted In three murders 
and one suicide in London of men promin­
ent in the Huntchakist society, it is said 
secret service agents and the police of 
several large cities in this country are now 
at work, and that the evidence already dis­
covered involves a prominent New England 
merchant.

Letters bearing on the plot have just 
been received in this country from Sagàtel 
Sigouni. The letters were intercepted and 
mailed to agents on this side of the Atlan­
tic before Sagouni’s death. The epistles 
show in details the plan for disposing of the 
leaders In Sagouni’s faction of the Armeni­
an society. The letters were addressed to 
the “Armenian Central Committee of Lon­
don,” but were Intended for the eyes of 
only one man,.a trusted agent. How they 
fell into Sigouni's hands is not known.

The. evidence they contain is supplement­
ed by a circular, bearing the official seal 
of a secret society in Chicago and signed 
by Its officers.

The circular call> fjjr volunteers to take 
up the. work of killing those opposed to 
the society, the members of which are de­
nounced as cowards. It is said that the 
distribution of similar circulars in Boston, 
Providence and New York resulted in the 
volunteering of fifty 
at once te Europe*, on their deadly mission. 
They were given orders, it is said, to act 
under the instructions of the central com­
mittee In London.

SEVERAL. VESSELS WRECKED.

It Is Feared Many Sailors Perished During 
Gale Along Coast of Newfoundland.

St. Johns, Nfld., Nov. 10.—A fierce gale 
has been raging along the entire seaboard 
for the past two days and several vessels 
have been driven ashore.

German Foreign Secretary Knows Noth­
ing of Appeal by tbe Colombian 

Government.

Berlin, Nov 10.—Foregin Secretary 
Von Richthofen informed United States 
Ambassador Tonor-Tthis afternoon that
there is no truth whatever in the report 

’■of thvi nrym’Â'y* of Colombia to appeal 
to Germ» nothing is known here
of any intern* u to make such an appeal. 
The foreign secretary assured the am­
bassador ‘that ,Germany has no interest 
in the Panama matter, and that the 
question, of a if interference in Panama 
upon the part of Germany does not exist. 
Baron Von Richthofen made these state­
ments in an earnest and formal manner, 
and wished them to be communicated to 
the United States government, which the 
ambassador accordingly has done.

Recognized by France.
Paris, Nov. 10.—The French govern­

ment has recognized the cte facto govern­
ment of thV Republic of Panama. The 
instructions forwarded by Foreign Min­
ister Delcasse to the French consul at 
Panama, have the effect of giving 
the same recognition of the new regime 
as the United States has already given. 
A formal recognition will follow later.

Action of States.
Washington, Nov. 10.—Upon receipt 

of a report at the American state de­
partment that several British vessels 
were to be chartered by the Colombian 
government to take troops from Buena 
Ventura to the isthmus, the United 
States navy department to-day ordered 
the Boston to proceed to Buena Ventura 
and in the event that troops start for 
the isthmus their commanders will be in­
formed .that they cannot land. The navy 
department announces that no attempt 
will be made to interfere with the Brit­
ish vessels on the high seas.

Not a Shot Fired.
Colon. Nov. 10.—The steam launch 

sent to Bocas Del Toro on Thursday last 
to capture that place in the name of the 
new Republic of Panama, has returned 
here and the officers report that the 
place was captured and the flag hoisted 
without a shot being fired.

The provincial government at Panama 
has received a telegram from President 
Marroquin of Colombia giving assur­
ances that the Panama canal bill would 
most certainly pass congress next Aug­
ust and that General Reyes was on his 
way to the isthmus to make proposals 
looking to peace and the saving of the 
national honor. The provisional govern­
ment has sent the letter to General 
Reyes, which will reach him upon his 
arrival at Savilalli, advising that it is 
useless for him to come to Panama.

‘ SLEEPING GIRL” DEAD.

Salt Lake City. Utah, Nov. 10.—Bes­
sie Knecht. the “sleeping girl,” 
ease has attracted so much attention in 
medical circles throughout the country, 
is dead. Miss Knecht was taken to a 
hospital last February in an unconscious 
condition, and tor 47 days she remained 
in. that condition. Later she partially 
revived, but soon sank into a comatose 
condition again and never fully regained 
consciousness.

SCOW LOST.BALFOUR ON IE THE RED HAT. UNITED STATES 
TREATY WITH CUBA

Had to Be Abandoned by Steamer 
When Caught in Gale Last Week.

Nanaimo, Nov. 30.—Another serious 
misliap, the result of last week’s storm, 
was reported this afternoon from Lady­
smith. Steamer Alice, apt. Balkwill, 
left that port on Wednesday tow "ng *a 
scow loaded with coal ;for Vancouver. 
When about twenty miles from Vancou­
ver she encountered a terrific gale, ac­
companied by a high sea. The scow got 
beyond control, and in. order to save 
their lives the steamer had to abandon 
her tow. The scow was found this 
morning lying upside down in Gilles 
bay, Texada island. The loss is esti­
mated at $2,500. She is the property 
of Champion & White, :of Vancouver, 
whose steamer Champion was burned to 
the water’s edge at Ladysmith last 
month.

Mgr. Merry Del VaJ and Mgr. OalLegnri 
tlhe Only New Cardinals.

Rome, Nov. 9.—The first secret con 
sdstory of the new Pontificate was held 
to-day. No American cardinal was ap­
pointed. Several appointments of arch­
bishops and1 .bishops were rlbde, includ­
ing that of Rev. J. J. Harty, as arch­
bishop of Manila. Phillipine Islands, 
who as an exceptional privilege received 
the pallllujn at an extra co-nsistory when 
he came tb Roma for consecration. Rev. 
Pedro Gonzales y Estrade was appoint­
ed bishop of Havana, and the Right 
Rev. Masimi'lan Reynoso y Delcoral, 
formerly bishop of Tulancingo, Mexido, 
was appointed* titular bishop of Noces*- 
area.

The inhabitants of this city had been 
looking forward with unusual interest to 
the oonsdstory, principally because it was 
the first to be held by Pope Pius. But the 
meeting of cardinals was quote simple 
and private, the pomp and ceremony of 
the Vatican court being reserved for the 
public consistory, which will occur on 
Thursday. Only the Pope and the car­
dinals were present' to*day. The latter, 
according to custom, gathered1 somewhat 
early in an ante-chamber near the hall 
of the consistory, from where they pass­
ed into the latter place, the* many Papal 
guards in attendance rend'ermg them 
sovereign honors. The cardinals took 
their .places according t*o precedence, the 
cardinal-bishops forming one group, the 
cardinal-deacons another and1 the cardi­
nal-priests the third. Everyone except 
Pope Pius showed1 excitement and1 pre­
occupation.

When* the Pope had seated' himnseif on 
the throne all those present, one by one, 
pttid hirfi ho-mage, after which the master 
of ceiemoffvies called! upon all but those 
authorized to take pari in* the •cfonsas-bory 
to leave the hall, which was dome.

When the doors had been closed and 
a guard had been' stationed before them 
outside, Pope Pius, in a hormonious 
voice, intoned prayers. Cardinal Ore-glia, 
dean of the Sacred College, then stood 
up, and* itn fi few words thanked the 
Pontiff for having put aside his private 
preferences and accepted the burden of 
the church. Tlie Pope replied,1 in an 
allocution, which received universal ap­
probation.

Then the real business of the day was 
proceedled with, the appointment of the 
two cardinals. Mgr. Merry Dell Vail, the 

Aevrt'tary of state, and Mgr. Cal- 
legdri. archbishop of Padua, being an- 

ed1 by the P<^pe, who said ini Latin: 
“Wha.t hlave you to say?” In response 
the cardinals raised their caps* as a sign 
of affirmation on the part of their 
eminences.

This was all, so every doubt was laid 
at rest for the present regarding the ap­
pointment of another American cardinal.

The confirmation of appointment of 
Rev. J. J. Harty, Rev. Pedro, Gonzales 
y Estrade and' the Right Rev. Maxi­
milian Reynoso y DeJdoral followed. 
The Pope then rose and bestowed the 
apostolic blessing, after which he re­
turned to his apartment.

THE REMOVAL OF A

Legislation is Now Necessary to Bring 
the Commercial Arrangement 

Into Operation.

Premier Balfo.ur in his speech refer­
ring to the -Far East situation, said 
there was every reason to feel sanguine 
that it would not have a serious out­
come. He based this. assertion on the 
passionate desire of.the Czar to promote 
general peace, and the fact that Japan 
as the ally of Great .Britain would be 
certain to display moderation, discretion 
and judgment in.its..demands, as well as 
firmness, in forcing them. Mr. Balfour 
said that the Macedonian question raised 
issues more difficult, and more complicat­
ed, even than , those of the .Far East, be­
en fisc it touched the almost perennial 
difficulty of .the . problem of the govern­
ment of its European subjects by the 
Sublime Porte. But .he was convinced 
that the. question.must be ulitimately set­
tled by the concert of .Europe.

.Referring to Alaska, the Premier 
said: “The danger arising.from the un­
certain and- disputed frontiers in the case 
between the British .Empire and the 
-United States has been decided for all 
time. I .regret that the decision has not 
been favorable to the claims of this 
■country, but the .two small .islands* the 
loss of which to .Canada has aroused 
such great feeling, are really valileless 
from a strategic and military point of 
view*. We regret the exact tenor ,of the 
decision, but, however the balance at 
advantage went, the.gain to .the United 
States .or the loss to Canada is not high 
compared with the .final removal of this 
subject of dispute between tlie .two.great 
countries. The decision must be loyally 
accepted, for .the removal of so serious a 
cotroversy is an .inestimable boon.”

Mr.. Balfour spoke of the Franco-Brit­
ish treaty as one to become of .interna­
tional importance.

United States Ambassador Qlioate re­
sponded to the toasf of the “Foreign 
Ministers.” Speaking of the Alaskan 
boundary .question, ke .said it .was “a 
happy ending to the only matter of :Con- 
troversy that threatened a t .any time ,to 
croate mischief and distrust between 
thes? two great English-Speaking 
bons.” The result Mr. «Choate said, was 
due, more than anything else, to the good 
sense, justice, courage and -devotion .to 
duty of Lord Justice AJverstxme. The 
speaker paid a tribute to the magnanim­
ity of the Canadians, and said that the 

' termination of the controversy had made 
both countries better friends. Mr. Choate 
tiien paid a graceful and feeling tribute 
to the memory of the late British am­
bassador at Washington, Sir Michael 
Herbert. He suggested that the United 
States and Grea't Britain unite in honor­
ing Sir Michael Herbert by selecting 
some magnificent mountain peak on the 
line of demarcation of the Ailaskan 
boundary and affixing thereto the name 
of Herbert.

Lord Chief Justice Alverstone referred 
briefly to the Alaskan boundary question, 
saying Iiq declined to justify or to ex­
plain his conduct, because such a course 
would be a deathblow to the confidence 
reposed in the British bench.

The Archbishop of Canterbury, Sir 
Marcus Samuel, and Sir James Thomp­
son Ritchie also spoke.

Tlie granting to us by Cuba of naval 
stations above alluded *to is of the ut­
most importance from a military stand­
point, and is proof of the good’ faith with 
which Cuba is treating us.

Cuba has made great progress since 
her independence was established. She 
has advanced steadily in every way. She 
already stands higji among her sister 
republics of the new world. She is 
loyally observing her obligations to ue 
and* is entitled to like treatment by us.

The treaty submitted to you for . ap­
proval secures to the United States econ­
omic advantages as great as those given 
to - Cuba. Not an American- interest is 
sacrificed by the treaty, and a large Gu- 
iban market is secured to our producers, 
a market which lies, at our doors, which 
is already large, which is capable of 
great expansion, and which is especially 
important to the development of our ex­
port trade. It would be indeed short­
sighted for us to refuse to take advan­
tage of such an opportunity, and to force 
Cuba into making arrangements with 
other countries to our disadvantage.

This reciprocity treaty stands by it­
self. It is demanded on consideration's 
of a broad national policy as well as by 
our economic interest. It will do harm 
to no industry; it will benefit many in­
dustries. It is in the interest of our peo­
ple as a whole, both because of its im­
portance from the broad standpoint of 
international policy, and because econ­
omically it intimately concerns us to 
develop and secure the rich Cuban 
market for our farmers, artisans, mer­
chants and manufacturers. Finally it is 
desirable as a guarantee of good faith 
of our nation towards her young, sister 
republic to the south, whose welfare 
must ever be closely hound with. ours. 
We gave her liberty.

We are knit to her by memories of 
blood and the courage of our soldiers 
who fought for her in the war; (by 
memories of wisdom and integrity of our 
administrators who served her in peace 
and who started her so well on the diffi­
cult path of self government.

The foregoing considerations caused 
the negotiations of the treaty with Cuba 
and rauncation by the senate. They 
now, with equal force, need the support 
of legislation by congress, which by the 
terms of the treaty is necessary to ren­
der it imperative. J failure to enact 
such legislation would come perilously 
near a repudiation, of the pledged faith of 
the nation. «

I transmit herewith the treaty as 
amended by the senate and ratified by 
the Cuban government.

EXTERMINATED.

Members of Armenian Revolutionary 
Society Who Crossed Russo-Turk-
