Mr. James
Carter was unanimously elected chairman
and the oath being administerel to him
by the Town Clerk, he at once prepared
the ballot box for the reception of votes.
A delay ef a few minutes was occasioned by
the absence of the Collector of Rates with
his list and on his arrival the election
went on. There was no little interest
manifested in varions ways during the
day. The most active canvassers were™]
Messrs. Loggie, Flanagan and Adams,
while Mr, Kerr seemed to bs doing the
least, but if he let the ratepayers pass
without great efforts to inflaence them,
his interests were not neglected by at
least one friend, whose canvassing was
original in its methods, if not effective in
winning support. In the main, however,
the work of the day was done without
any appreciable friction, and it may be
said that everybody seemed ia good humor
and prepared to accept the result in a
proper spirit.

Owing to the division of the parish into
two districts a number of the Ratepayers
of the Lower District who wers on Col-
lector McMaurray’s list, were to vote
in Town, but when they presented
themselves to cast their ballots they
learned that Mr. McMurray had failed to
send up his list and they were thus dis-
franchised.

the ratepayers for the liberal voting they
bad done for him. He was elected two
years ago and since that time it had been
his aim to promote the interests of Chat-
ham and the county in everyway. Inthe
future the same course would be pursued
by him. He was proud of the endorse.
ment he had received to-day.

Councillor Loggie said he was elected
for the fourth time and at no time in the
four did he feel more gratified than to-
day, because there had been several
things especially working against him and
tending to lessen his support. One of
these was his absence from Chatham on
business in another part of the County,
which had given his opponents opportun-
ity to raise the canvass that he was not
going to offer again. This had led
some of his former supporters, who would
have still voted for him, to pledge their
votes to another candidate, as he had
learned while polling was going on. Dar-
ing his four years as Councillor he had
known no creed and no party in Domin-
ion or local politics, but had striven from
first to last to represent’ Chatham and its
interests—a conrse which he would con-
tinue to follow. If time permitted he
might discuss at length matters. in con-
nection with the Town which he thought
required attention and reform. The
Road and Fire Services, he thought, might
be amalgamated and both thereby made
more efficient while the change would
render their g t more i
cal. They mow cost too much. With the
aid of the Council sn act'of Assembly could
be secured to authorise the change and an
effort would no doubt be made in that di-
rection.

A market house for the town was re-
quired in the interest of both town and
country—a place where the people ceming
in from the country with their products
might go with the ‘certainty of meeting
buyers who would know where to go to
meet the sellers and thus avoid the house
to house visits which people with country
produce have now to make. Chatham
and Newecastle should pull together in this
matter. He referred to the difficulty of
getting justice in the Council for the
larger parishes whose interests were so
large, while their representation was only
the same as that of the smallest parishes,
whose representatives too often forgot
that Chatham paid some 27 per cent. of
the whole contingent taxation of the
County. Other places of the size of Chat-
ham had their established markets and
he hoped to see one here before long.
After brief reference to some other topics
he again thanked the electors for the
support given him.

Mr. Kerr was next called upon and said
he was in a rather awkward position.
Candidates generally had their speeches
prepared and if he were to attempt a
speech the remarks which he had antici-
pated making might get mixed with
what the result of the day's work called
for and his speech sound somewhat
strange. He had received a ‘large vote,
but he confessed that it was not so large
as he had expected. When asked by
some of his friends to offer he said he
would do so if brought out by requisition
and he had received a requisition sigued
by 210 ratepayers of Chatham. What
puzzled him now was to know what had
becomo of them, in view of the fact that
his name had been put on only 177
ballots. [Laughter.] Such,he supposed
however, was politics. At all events he
had learned enough in the election to
compensate for his defeat. There wasa
good deal, he believed, in canvassing. He
had done a little of it and found it the
hardest and meanest work he ever did
[hnéhhs:.]. One had to shake hands and
solicit votes and place himself under ob-
ligations to people and what for?—the
privilege of going for & week in winter
and two or three days in summer to New-
castle at one’s own expense for the sum
of $1.20 for the trouble and then having
everybody finding fault the rest of the
year [laughter.] He had had envugh of
1t and was satisfied with politics and pol-
iticians, Of one thing he was certain
however, some parties would find that he
would not be so easily deceived again.

Mr. Adams said he had received so
small a vote that it was hardly worth
while making a speech on. He was ina
different position from the other candi-
dates, as he had to work agaiast Do-
minion and local party politics. He had
come out as a joke and without much hope
of succeeding and the joke had been fully
realised. He found that Chatham wouldn't
have him at any price. Mr. Kerr had
polled an excellent vote and no doubt had
a different speech from that delivered hy
him ready for this occasion. That gen.
tleman’s extempore effort showed that he
possessed no little platform ability and he
thought the Ratepayers had missed
something by not electing bim. It had
been a canvass against him (Adams) that
he would, if elected, have been swayed by
Newcastle intluences, but he wished to
stamp that as an unjust assertion, as he
would have considered it his duty tohonest-
ly represent the interests of Chatham had
he been chosen as one of her Councillors.
He said this not that he ever intended to
sppear in Chatham as a candidate again,
but in justice to himself. The successful
candidates had received a very large vote
and they ought to appreciate it. For his
own part, he thanked the eighty odd who
had voted for him and also the others
who, no doubt, had acted independently,
as voters ought always to act.

Councillor Leggie moved a vote of
thanks to chairman Carter which was car-
ried unanimously and Mr. Carter made
a very happy and appropriate response,
almost eclipsing the other speakers. He,
certainly, made an excellent and impartial
chairman.

At 10 o’clock yesterday morning the
result of the election was officially declar-
ed.

The sixty-fourth Annual Meeting of the
Miramichi Ladies’ Auxiliary Bible Socie
ty was held in the hall of the Mechanics’
Institute, Newcastle, on Tuesday, the 7th
day of October, at 2 o’clock p. m.

Mrs. William Parker, one of the Vice-
Presidents, occupied the chair, and called
apon the Rev. Mr. Aitken to open the
meeting with prayer.

The minutes of last annual meeting
were read and sustained. A letter was
read from the Parent Society, containing
cheering words of congratulation and
encouragement; and giving a detailed
account of their own rapidly extending
work and of the large measure of success
with which their labors had been blessed
during the past year. A letter was also
read frem Rev. Mr. Darragh, of Linden,
intimating the sudden death of Mr. James
Combie, who for a considerable time had
acted as Colporteur to the Society. The
members of the Socicty listened to the
sad tidings with feelings of deep regret.

Another Elm Tree.

The Moncton 7imes will hardly put
the following, from its editorial columns,
down to its Newcastle correspondent,—

‘One of the most striking illustrations
of modern speculation is found in the re-
cent action brought in New York, by
Artemas Holmes (himself a lawyer)against
J. B. Chaffee and others for fraud. One
of Chaffee’s associates aivised Holmes to
invest in a mining company and in fact
urged the investment as one of the high-
est value. Holmes made inquiry of
Chaffee concerning the mine and was as-
sured in the highest terms. Holmes
thereupon purchased shares to the amount
of $13,000, all of which was sunk and he
then brought suit for fraud. No defence
was made and the verdict was for prin-
cipal and for the interest amounting to
$15,000. This Chaffez was estimated a
millionare only a year ago and U. S.
Grant, jr,, was consilered a lucky for-
tune huuter in marrying his daughter,
but now it appears that the wealth was
only on paper and Chaff

ee at present is
not worth a dollar. In addition to this

he has ruined all who listened to his per-
suasions.”

Chaffee, we presume, was the man who
did the managing. He was, no doubt, the
President and carried sail gallantly while
other people’s money lasted.

The Great Pyramid Theories.

The wonderful statements and theories
in Mr, Piazzi Smyth’s book on the Great
Pyramid, so confidently and enthusiasti-
cally advanced, have won many readers
to an acceptance of his positions, and
have, perhaps, puzzled a still greater
number. Most readers have not suffi.
cient. knowledge to pronounce decisively
on some of the matters urged. An exam-
ination and test of the book and of its
assertions by a competent hand was
greatly needed. This work has been
performed by the venerable Dr. Barnard,
Presidcnt of Columbia College, and
thoroughly performed, in an elaborate
paper entitled * The Imaginary Metrolo-
gical System of the Great Pyramid of
Gizeh,” In reviewing this work, The
American Literary Churchman says :
*Dr. Barnard has utterly abolished the
preposterous theories which have attract.
ed a good deal of attention, and apparent-
ly secured not a little belief.” * One by
one Dr. Barnard severs the cords on
which for the last twenty years these
fanatics have been engaged in weaving a
web of religious mystery. He deals with
each successive article of this strange
faith, the quadrature of the circle, the
astronomical sigoificance of its passages,
the divine mission of its builders, its lati-
tude and longitude, its ratio to the mass
of the earth, its average temperature, and
adequate part of the earth’s daily motion,
reducing each to an absurity, or confront-
ing its false assumptions with the facts
ascertained by scientitic methods.”

It will be remembered that Rev. Dr.
Jardine, late of Chatham, was an enthu-
siastic believer in the Great Pyramid
theories of Mr. Smyth, on 'which he deliv-
ered an-illustrated lecture.

A Distinguished Jow.

A Montreal despatch of 24th inst, says
the Anniversary celebration, in that city,
of the oue hundred and first birth-day of
Sir Moses Montefiore, the great British
Hebrew plLilanthropist, was a very bril-
liant one, in which the Jews of the city
and from distant points fully participated,
with the full sympathy and active cooper-
ation of many of their christian fellow-
citizens, The centenariun whose birthday
was thus honored is the son of the late
Joseph Montefiore, Esq.,, and was born
October 24, 1784, served in the office of
Sheriff of London in 1837, and was knight-
ed on the visit of her Majesty to the
Guildhall, Nov. 9. He has been high
sheriff in Kent, England, in which county
he resides, and was raised to baronetcy in
1846 in recognition of his high characte
and public services. He went about 1840
on a mission to the East, in order to se-
cure certain rights for his Jewish orethren
at Damascus, and after his return, having
accomplished his object, was presented
by the Jews of London with a handsome
piece of plate as » token of their regard.
In 1864 he received the thanks of the
Court of Common Council for the signal
services he had rendered by missions in
various countries for the relief of persons
oppressed for their religious convictions,
and more especially by a journey to Mor-
roco, undertaken to solicit the Emperor to
relieve his Jewish and Christian subjects
from all civil and religions disabilities.
In 1867 he was saccessful in a mission to
Roumelia in favor of his oppressed breth.
ern in that country. Sir Moses founded
iu 1867 a Jewish College at Ramsgate in
memory of his wife, Judith Lady Monte-
fiore. There were great rejoicings at
Ramsgate in October and November 1883,
on the occasion of Sir Moses entering om
the hundreth year of his age.
