Professor J. G. Adaml, of McGill Col­
lege, has recently returned from Brit­
ish Columbia. He came back greatly 
impressed by the beauty and natural 
advantages of a valley, which is as 
yet little known, which, nevertheless, 
he considers not only the noblest val­
ley in Canada, but one destined to be, 
In the near future, a fruit-growing re­
gion having advantages even greater 
than the Okanagan. This is the valley 
of the Upper Columbia river, running 
between the Rocky Mountains in the 
Selkirks, and stretching from Golden, 
on the main line of the Canadian Pa­
cific, to Fort Steele.

The northern half of this valley 
forms the bed of the Columbia; the 
southern half, that of the Kootenay 
rivers. Both of these, along the whole 
length of the valley, are rivers of good 
size, of great beauty, capable of navi­
gation by launches, and boats of light 
draught. The whole length of the val­
ley affords a succession of points of In­
terest for the tourist, Bpllllmacheen 40 
miles up, being a natural centre for 
Sportsmen.

The glaciers at the heads of the side 
valleys, such as the Bug-a-boo, Horse- 
Thief, Tobey, and Dutchman’s Creeks, 
are of great extent, and afford a num­
ber of Virgin peaks for the climber.

The batting averages of the members 
Of the two leagues have been compiled 
and the following are the leaders:

American League.
In the race between Stone of St. 

Louis and Napoleon Lajole of Cleve­
land for batting honors in the Amer­
ican league during the season just 
closed, the fleet outfielder of the 
Browns was the victor, closing the 
season with a batting average of .356, 
while Lajole had .840.

Lajole was also in second position 
last year, when he hit a .308 clip, the 
only man ahead of him being Hahn of 
New York, who acquired .311 for an 
average in 45 games. Last year Stone 
was seventh in the list, with .299.

The most remarkable jump in hitting 
in the American league this season was 
made by Chase of the Highlanders. 
Last year there were 88 batters ahead 
of the big New York first baseman, 
who hit for only .204 in 1905 and who 
this year batted for .332, only eight 
points behind Lajole. Elmer Flick, who 
ranked third last season with .305, this 
year is down in eighth place, although 
hitting at a .313 clip. Willie Keeler, who 
was fourth in 1905 with .305, also is 16th 
on this list, having .294, and is under 
.800 for the first time in years.

Cobb of Detroit made a great jump 
from No. 53 last year to fifth this year. 
Clarke, Scybold and Congalton also 
made splendid strides. Elberfeld, who 
is eighth today, was 16th in 1905 with 
.282.

A year ago there were only five men 
in the American league who batted for 
over .300, and this season there were 
13. Moreover, the two leading hitters 
this year were men who were in the 
game every day.

Hemphill of the Browns leads the 
base runners, stealing 38 bases. Stone 
ranking second, with Isbell of Chicago 
third with 37. Altizer had 34, and so 
had Conroy, while several others stole

Of the Chicago champions Isbell led 
the regulars In hitting with .286, al­
though Smith, who batted in 21 games, 
had .308.
