The speech 
announced legislation providing for 
the^housing of state workmen and of­
ficials earning small salaries. Consid­
erable credits are demanded • for the

NEW YORK, Jan. 8.--The police re­
port that a collision between.. trains 
has occurred in the New York Central 
railroad tunnel at Flfty-Bboth. and 
Park avenue, In which a large number 
of persona were killed -and Injured. •

The trains In collision ..were an. ac­
commodation on the New Y<yk, New 
Haven and Hartford road from Nor­
walk, Conn., and a local known as the 
White Plains on the New York «and 
Harlem branch of the New York Cen­
tral. The latter train.- completely 
wrecked two cars of the Norwalk . 
train. Many persons were killed or 
Injured. The Norwalk local consisted 
of five cars and left Norwalk at 6.65 
o’clock. It stopped on its way at- sev­
eral places and arrived at 66th street, 
this city, three minutes late. It was 
stopped by a signal. The train had' 
been standing bat a few minutes when 
the collision ccurred. The. big engine 
of the White Plains local crashed into 
the passenger coaches, splitting the 
last car and driving portiohs of it into 
the next car.

The steam engines scalded the per­
sons in the wrecked cars. The crash 
was heard by hundreds of the residents 
in the neighborhood and * enormous 
crowds collected at the scene. Clouds 
of steam arose from the air. holes of 
the tunnel, making difficult the work, 
or rescue.

Thv Injured were lifted out by ropes 
or were carried through the tunnel to 
its mouth just below 66th. street. The

RHODES AND THE MARKET.

NEW YORK, Jan. 8—Commenting 
upon the situation In South Africa the 
London correspondent of the Tribune

touch with the situation In South Af­
rica. Speculators In mining shares 
are anxious to Impress foreigners with 
the fact that there is a boom in the 
Kaffir market.

Prices have advanced intermittent­
ly during the last few weeks, but the 
movement is artificial, with specula­
tive purchases with borrowed money 
rather than solid Investments.

Operators are eager to work up ex­
citement In the Kaffir market and refer 
to the Increased demand for shares from 
Paris and New York, but the evidence 
of foreign Investment Is tainted with 
some suspicion. The market Is always 
strong when Mr. Rhodes is in London, 
for his optimism is Infectious. Money 
is now cheap In the city, and. specula­
tive purchases of shares are easily 
financed.

It stated that the 
mining Industry of the province was 
making steady and satisfactory pro­
gress and that the work of settling 
the agriculture lands of the crown had 
been successfully prosecuted during 
the year, extensive areas being dis­
posed of to actual settlers.
