And
if our mission is of God, the home side
of the work must grow. Will not the
depth’of root on the foreign side and the
fruitage be in proportion to that?

Sometimes we nlmodt feel like ayh.
out to you, “Loose us and let us go,”
and we mean by that that our evangelis-
tic work at home and abroad should be
pushed with five-fold more vigor.
