faith in government by board of al-
dermen. But St. John enjoyed an
honest administration, and neither of
these systems, if adopted here, would
be likely to effect any improvement
in the administration of affairs.
St. John had a heavy bonded indebt-
edness, considerably more than that
of the provincial government. But as
the money had been mainly expended
in creating harbor facilities and pub-
lic utilities, the city’s credit today was
even better than that of the province.
Ald. Frink expressed the opinion
that the federal government, when the
wharves on the West Side were com-
pleted, would realize that it would
not be advisable to enter inté com-
petition with the city, and would de-
cide to take over all the city’s har-
bor works and place them under the
control of a' commissiok, as in Mon-
treal. 5
The city had spent about 8 1-2 mil-
lions to develop its harbor facilities,
and, as this development benefitted
all Canada, it was rather unfair that
St. John should bear the burden of
creating and maintaining a national
winter port.
The government, in justice to the
city, should reimburse it for its outlay,
and so enable it to reduce its debt
and cut down the taxes. St. John
would then be a cheaper and better
place to live in.
