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DYSTER FAR

“Oyster farming in New Brunswick
is bound to attain to considerable
proportion before long,” said a Boston
fish merchant to a reporter of The
Standard. “There are good opportuni-
ties for developing oystér farms on
the North Shore, and there is money
in oyster farming—more, I should
say in the long run than there will
be in fox farming. Besides by de-
veloping an oyster farm you provide
a very valuable food product, and
give employment to a good deal more
people than a fox farm does.

“Did you notice the statement made
by the president of the National Butch-
erg' Association of the United States
at their annual convention in Boston
the other day? Well, he declared that
meat sales in the United States have
dropped off from 35 to 60 per cent. in
the last three years, and he prfedict-
ed that in ten years from now people
in the States wWill scarcely know the
taste of meat. If the people can't get
meat they'll have to eat more of the
products of the sea. Here's the chance
for New Brunswick to develop a new
industry.

“Of the food products taken from
the sea the oyster, perhaps, lends it-
self more readily to cultivation, and
is one of the most profitable sea (oo{s
to handle, President Rowe of the Am-
erican -Oyster Growers' Association,
speaking in Boston recently, declared
that the high prices of meat was
rapidly increasing the demand for
oysters, and he pointed out that oys-
ters are an economical as well as

“Instead of being regarded as a rare
treat oysters should be a frequent and
appetizing item of the regular food
supply. Oysters come- nearer incom-
position to cow’s milk than do most
other meats, all the four kinds of nu-
trient needed being present in good
degree.

“Oysters have a larger proportion of

the flesh building substances relative
to the other constituents than milk.
They also have some special points
of advantage. The sea salts they con-
tain are useful in stimulating and reg:
ulating digestion, They - are easily
guarded against contamination. They
are clean feeders, and no oyster para-
site known will live in the human sys-
tem. They are the tenderest of meats
and easily digestible,

“There is no reason today why we
should not give the oyster a promin-
ent place in our dietary, as a cheap
delicious, nutritious, healthful and
pure food product.

“In some parts of the States oyster
farming i & big and important indus-
try. During the past ten years there
have been many improvements in the
methods of cultivating and maturing
oysters, and preparing them for ship-
ments. With the knowledge no avail-
able oyster farming could be started
on the North Shore with every rea-

sonable chance of success and if na-
tives of the province do not get Into
the busfness outsiders will be grapsing
the opportunity before long.

“Funny thing about people of -the
Maritime Provinces, They neglect
their opportunities at their doors, but
they are regular gamblers when they
think they see opportunities elsewhere.
A man who wouldn’t think of putting
his money in a local joint stock com-
pany organized to develop a local in-
dustry, cheerfully takes his chances
in a wild-cat mining proposition. All
these provinces want is a disposition
on the part of the people to co-oper
ate in joint stock copcerns to develop
new enterprises, but a sort of primi-

tive individualism seems to stand in

| the way.”
