There has been no increase in the 
strength of the patrol force for years, 
In fact the force is not 
merically as it was in 1 
requires better police protection than 
is nowr afforded; the requirements are 
much too great for the present force 
to adequately handle, 
men— say from ten to twelve. In my 
opinion it must soon be met. despite 
the tlnani ial burdens of the city, and. 
‘or as long as it is deferred, the calls 
for additional policemen, which come 
from all parts of the city,, must 
main unanswered."

Peace Centenary Commission to con­
fer with similar bodies in Great Brit­
ain, Canada or elsewhere, for celebra­
tion of the one hundredth anniversary 
of the treaty of Ghent was proposed 
today in a resolution by Representa­
tive Chas. B. Smith of New York.

New York, Nov. 17.—The British 
government was requested today by a 
sub-commission of the American com­
mittee for the celebration of ihe one 
hundredth anniversary of peace among 
English speaking peoples, to reconsid­
er its determination not to participate 
in the Panama-Pacific exposition in 
1916. The request was sent through 
the British committee of the peace 
celebration.
