London, Aug. 9—Sir John French,
Scornmander-in-chlef of the British for- 
l«5s in France, reports that the lost 
trenches at Hooge, east of Yprea, In 
Belgium, have been re-taken by the

The statement of Field Marshal 
French says:

"Since my communication of August 
fl, the artillery of both sides has been 
lective north and east of Ypres.

London, Aug. 9, (Gazette Cable)—An 
influential body of representatives of

CAPTURE OF PRAGA BRINGS 
SUNK FIRST PHASE OF DRIVE AT

POLISH CAPITAL TO CLIMAX

TlBRITISH DRIVE GERMANS
OUT OF TRENCHES ENEMY BA

HAD CAPTURED AT HOOGE ■BUHARIN
London, Aug. 9.—1While the Austro- 

German armies made freah progress 
today in their campaign against the 
Russians the conflict on the western 
front took on new impetus when Sir 
John French, commander of the Brit­
ish expeditionary foroes, reported a 
fierce artillery engagement In which 
British and French forces captured 
trenches at Hooge along a front of 
1,200 yards.

The occupation of Praga, reported by 
Berlin brings to a dramatic climax the 
first phase of the drive at the Polish 
capital and the region of Eastern Po­
land of which Warsaw is the dominat­
ing centre. Praga is essentially a part 
of the capital with great railway sta­
tions on the roads running to Petro- 
grad and Moscow. Few details have 
been received of Grand Duke Nichol­
as’ final stand at Praga, but the indica­
tions are that the withdrawal of the 
Russians became imperative in order 
to escape from the German lines grad­
ually drawing together in their rear.

The German lines spread along the 
River Narew on the north and the Vis­
tula on the south, are contracting grad­
ually as the armies in the north and 
those in the south approach each 
other. The strip of territory across 
which the Russians may withdraw to 
safer positions now is hardly more 
than thirty miles.

Fall of Novo Georgievsk Imminent?

'Besides this developing movement 
immediately to the east of Warsaw, 
Berlin reports a steady hammering at 
the great Russian fortresses of Kovno 
and Lomza, the chief significance of 
which is their proximity to the lines 
of railway communications to Petro- 
grad. Novo Georgievsk is the only 
place west of Warsaw at which a Rus­
sian garrison remains and its tali 
seems imminent.

The attitude of the Poles towards 
the new German regime is arousing 
deep interest as the occupation of 
Warsaw unites for the first time three 
branches of the Poles heretofore divid­
ed among Russia, Germany and Aus­
tria. Under the Russian regime Po­
land has been a hotbed of disorder and 
it remains to be seen whether control 
of this territory will be as difficult a 
problem for Germany as it has been 
for Russia.

The official report from Berlin char­
acterized the operations around Hooge 
as "a battle," but Sir John French's 
later report shows them to have been 
another trench fight preceded by a 
severe artillery exchange and result­
ing in the re-capture by the British of 
nearl a mile of tranches previously 
taken by the Germans. This has 
ed to divert public attention tempor­
arily from the magnitude of the Ger­
man sweep in the eastern field but op­
erations in the west still lack general 
significance.

The commander of another British 
submarine, whose name has not yet 
teen disclosed, was reported today to 
have distinguished himself by sinking 
the Turkish battleship Kheyred-Din 
Barbarossa.

Russian Report.

Petrograd. Aug. 9. via London. Aug. 
10.—The War Office tonight made pub- 
lie the following official communica­
tion:

"South of Dvina, Sunday, our troops 
pressed the enemy in the direction of 
Frederikstad (southeast of Riga), and 
In the sector above Schoenberg (south 
of Frederikstad). In the district north­
east of Vilkomer (northeast of Kov­
no) the German advance guards 
dislodged, sustaining heavy losses in 
some of the villages.

"Sunday nlghj the enemy renewed 
his attacks on the fortifications of Kov.

Our positions during the course 
of the day underwent an inteÀe ar­
tillery bombardment by the enemy.
and his attacks against our advanced 
positions were of an extremely des­
perate character. According to the 
latest reports received, the German 
assault against the western front of 
Kovno last night was everywhere re­
pulsed, with enormous losses to them. 
Our artillery responds e 
the enemy's fire.

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CANADA HAS SENT 80,000 MEN OVERSEAS; 
65,000 AT PRESENT TRAINING IN DOMINION

Ottawa, Aug. 9.—Over 80,000 men have now been sent from Canada 

for service at the front. There have been about 13,000 casualties so 
tha| there are etIU 67,000 fighting men In England and France.

Thle makes two army divisions.
There are nearly 65,000 men In training at the present time at the 

various campe In Canada.
There la a proposal under consideration by the militia authorities to 

create four Canadian army divisions, two to be at the front and two to 
continue In training In England and to act as reinforcements for the 
two In the fighting line. The present method of sending reinforcements 
from Canada hae been found disadvantageous, chiefly owing to the 
breaking up of unite. It la felt more desirable to eend reinforcements as 
complete unite, and thle will be easier of accomplishment when the re­
serve troops are In England. *

ITALY HAS 500,000 FRESH TROOPS TO 
SEND WHEREVER MOST NEEDED BY ALLIES

New York, Aug. 9—Italy will eend 650,000 freah troops to either 
France or the Dardanelles within the next three weeks, according to 
Captain Victor Del Franetle ef the Italian army, who arrived here to­
day on the steamer Duca D'Aoeta. ,

“There were 500,000 troope In Turin when I left," said Captain Del 
Franetle, “and 150,000 more In Taranto, the naval baae. Between 150 
and 200 large transporta were ready to convey the troope to where 
they ere moat needed."

The captain will purchase leather goods for the Italian army, and 
expects to Visit nuemoroue New England factories.
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
