A good deal of progress was made today 
towards a conclusion of tlie taking of the 
evidence in the liquor license act investi­
gation and tomorrow will see ail the evi­
dence in (but that of Rev. Fathers Varrily 
and Allard, the former being in Rome 
and the latter too ill to attend the court, 
a fact to which his physician officially 
certified.

The 
commissioner said he would consider the 
question and decide on re-assembling after 
recess. He then announced that in viéw

-but that any witnesses available must be 
heard after the inspector was on the 
stand.

Mr. Mott again expressed the wish 
that as there must be an adjournment, 
the evidence of Mr. Stewart, chairman of 
the board, be allowed to stand until the 
reassembling of the court, but the ap­
plication was again opposed by Mr. Gil­
bert and the commissioner decided that 
Mr. Stewart must give his testimony at 
this hearing.

Among the .witnesses today were Rev.

TAKE NO ACTION:

New York, Feb. 1—Those who heard 
John Felix tell how he had been swindled 
of $50,000 by the old wire-tapping game, 
which he did for nearly an hour yester­
day before Judge Foster, in general ses­
sions court, seemed to derive much 
amusement from the recital, probably 
wondering that a man could be so foolish 
as to part with such a fortune on the 
inducements -held out by men he did not 
know.

Christopher Tracy, who is alleged to 
have been connected with the band of 
swindlers and who is on trial for grand 
larceny, joined in many of the latighs, de­
spite the frowns of his lawyers, James 
W. Osborne and Daniel O’Reilly. Felix, 
who is an importer of musical instru­
ments at 28 East Thirty-fifth street, wears - 
small, blond chili whiskers, and speaks 
with a decided German accent.

“One day,” he said, “a man came to 
see me and told me his name was Nelson, 
and that he had met me while I was in 
Lou Ludium s gambling house. He said 
he had a friend who was the manager of 
the Western Union Telegraph office which 
supplied race track news to the popl- 
rooms in the city. His name was Mc­
Pherson, he said, and he wanted me to . - 
meet him, for, if money enough were ad­
vanced to make it worth while, McPher­
son would keep the results of certain 
races back from the pool-rooms long en­
ough to permit us to wager on the win­
ner, which he would give to us.

“I was introduced to McPherson, whom 
I now know as Tracy. He told me he un­
derstood that I was willing to gamble 
and that if I could get $50,000 we all 
could make $1,000,000. I told him I would 
be satisfied if I doubled my money.”

Assistant District-Attorney Train out­
lined what followed. Felix, he said, was 
taken to a broker’s office in the Fifth 
avenue hotel, which jvas fitted up as a 
pool-room.
