The Government of New Braonswick
and the Common Schools Act.

The Government has printed a state-
ment in reply to the statement prepared
by the Ottawa Government on the New
Brunswick - Common Schools Act for
transmission to the Privy Council of
Great” Britain.  The statement is an
able argument against the denomina-
tional claims and the right of the Gov-
ernment and the Parliament of Canada,
or the Privy Council of the empire, to
interfere in the educational affairs of
this Provinee. This document says:

the time of the Union, in respect ot religi-
ous education in the Commom Schools.

No privileges
are taken away by the Common Schook
Act 1871, except such as were secured by
the statutes thereby repealed; and the Exe-
ocutive Oouncil regrets that the House of
should have assumed a state of
fuh‘wb}oh woald dl?:nn with the ne
oessity of examining the legii of the
Province upon the nkjoe:.‘m :
With regard to the right of our Legis-
lature to make the changes in the school
law the Executive quotes the conclusive
opinion of the Minister of Justice. In
reply to the assumption in the resolu-
tion that passed the House of Commons
as to the effeet of the Common Schools
Act, *“ and the attempt to maintain that
the Roman Catholics had by the Parish
School Act of 1858, (21 Vie. ¢. 9) rights
or privileges with respect to denomina~
tional schools which bring the case un-
der the 1st sub-section of section 93 of
the British North America Act,” a de-
tailed examination of the section, and of
the various educational Acts of our
Legislature, is made. It is claimedthat

In order to render any law of a Provia-
cial Legislature inoperative under the 1st
sub-section of section 93. it is requisite
that there should in such Province bhave
been at the Union, denominational schools,
with respect to which certain class of per-
sons bad rights or privileges, and that
those rights or privileges should have been
secured by law.

It is very clearly shown thatno deno-
minational schools existed by law in
New Brunswick except those established
by special Acts, the Mount Allison in-
stitutions for instance. The most con-
clusive testimony is offered as to the
public, not denominational, character of
the Parish Schools Act, and of all the
legal machinery under that Act. The
Trustees were parish officers, no more
denominational than hog reeves or fence
viewers, the school districts were terri-
torial—not ecclesiastial, as would be the
case if members of our sect were to be
allowed peculiar privileges in its schools.
The school meeting was a ocollection f |
rate p:ging inbabitants of the distriot ; |
and such meeting called for the purpose
lndn-a to order a rate for the saupport
ot the school, or the entire Coanty or
Parish night‘movldo for the support of
tbe schools of “ounty or Parish respec-
tively by assessment.

Such was the structare of the Parish
School Aet of 1858, (21 Vie. ¢. 9), and it
is inconceivable that schools so controlled,
80 sustained, could for 8 moment be re-
garded as denominational schools. They
were elearly schools of the rate-payer, not
of the denomination. They existed not in
connexion with the denomination but in
connexion with the state, and vested po
rights or privileges in any class ol persons.

This point is illustrated at ‘great
length, and the positions assumed by
New Brungwick are supported by many
arguments and citations.

The Government of New Brunswick
earnestly protests against the whole pro-
ceedings,claiming that they are danger-
ons to the constitutional rights of the
Province, and are calculated to lead the
Privy -Council or the Parliament of
Canada to the assumption of arbitrary
authority over the internnal ‘affairs of the
members of the Confederation.

The Parish Schools Act in force atthe
time of the adoption of the British North
America Act provided for assessment
for the support of schools, and the Com-
mon Schools Act simply facilitates the

"adoptich of that&ystem by 'the several

school - districts, cities and counties,
The schools established under the as-
sessment section of the former law
were, of necessity, non sectarian, and
so are the schools established under
the new law. In Upper Mills, Saint
Stephen, for instance, the schools were
supported by assessment for “years pre-
vious to the adoption of .the Common
Schools Act, over one third of the pupils

Ebﬁng Catholligs. ' The two versions of

the. Bible were read daily, and the
teacher, sometimes a Catholic and some-
times a Protestant, endeavored to im-
press on the minds of the pupils the
findamental principle of Christianity.
There has not been the slightest change
made in the school district by the en.

‘the Catholic and Protestant children
assemble for the purpose of receiving
instructions in arithmetic and smiling
at exhortations to morality. The
statement prepared by the Government
would be rendered stronger than it is
by making this point perfectly clear to
the law officers who are to sit in judg-
ment on the question. :

Common Council.

The Common Council met yesterday
afternoon, Mayor Reid in the chair. The
Bill Committee reported a draft of a bill
to be submitted to the House of Assembly,
vesting the appointmentof Retorder in the
Common Council. The bill provides that
an inhabitant of the eity, being a barrister
and attorney of the Supreme Conrt, shall
only be eligible for the position. A num-
ber of special accounts were read and
ordered to be paid.

The committee to whom was referred the
petition of James Barry, for freedom of the
city, reported that he had applied in March
last, but, owing to some omission, he had
not received it and recommended that it be
granted him. Report adopted.

The Police Committee presented a num-
ber of bills. and amounts paid during the
past year.

The yearly report of the Chamberlain
was then read by the Common Olerk. He
also made several recommendations to the
Council, which would tend to decrease the
city debt, such as disposing of the lands in
Lancaster, which would not for some years
briong sufficient to pay the interest on money
paid for improvements.

The bark Sunlight, Ilayes master, on
ber late passage from Sydoey to Matanzas,
took the ground during a thick snow storm
in putting back to Sydoey but came off
witbout damage and proceeded, mn&ng
the passage in safety.

Advices from Captain Geo. Wright, of
