A very temperate and well.meaning
article appears in the February number
of the Century Magazine, It is no doubt
the work of a writer who endeavors to
be impartial and fair without understand-
ing both sides of the question ; which,
nevertheless, he answers with the air of
amild judge and a tolerant prophet,

The article is called “Modern Catholi-
cism.” To show that it is free from the
spirit of bigotry, we quote a paragraph
which, ten years ago, would not have
