gency will not allow of time for passing a
Bill of Appropriation for the sanie, in the
Session when the Address shall have
beeIn voted.

XVIIL---i--EsoLVED, That the Legislative Council will not
proceed upon aiy Appropriation of pub-
lic money, for any Salary or Pension
hereafter to be created, or any augimen-
tation thereof, unless the quantum of
such Salary, Pension or augmentation
shall have been recommended by the
King's Representative.

.LXlX.-REsoLVED, Tlat the Legislative Council will not
proceed upon any Bill of Appropriation
for the Civil List, which shall contain
specifications thicrein, by Chapters or
Items, nor unless the same shall be
granted duringthelife of His Majesty, the
King.

LXX.--REsOLVED, That nothing contained in these Reso.
lutions, shall be construed to prevent or
infringe upon freedom of debate and
decision in this louse, upon the merits of
any matter which shall be recommended
by his Majesty's Representative or up-
on any Bill relating to Public Money up-
on which this Bouse, according to the
spirit of these Resolutions, can proceed.
