Is it so that the Government of Canada will not 
have anything to do with Indians that never 
joined the allied tribes.

3rd. Is it so when the Government of Canada do pay 
any money to the Indians of B.C. for title or 
compensation, those Indians never joined the 
allied tribes will not get any share.

4th. Does the Government recognize their (allied tribe) yj> 
lawyer O'Meara.

5th. When is the Government representative to visit 
British Columbia Indians again.
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Will any Indian or Indians have the liberty Lju
to come before said officials. |

What is the findings of the Government for the 
B.C.Indians for final settlement, as most Indians 
are relying on the findings of the Royal 
Commission.
