{‘ho nm)omm every month; es is sleo
well known, another constelfation, or sign
of the zodiae or snimal circle, snd stands
again in the course of twelve months, at ke
beginning of a new year, near the same
stare of the zodiac circle. )
But this bolds good only for a brief period,
because the siars of the zddiac circle move
every day a little from west to easst, being
one degree in the course of seventy-two
years For instance, should the sun, on
the 22nd day of March, 1783, being the first
day of spring, cover a certain star, it will be
found, by the aid of telescopes, that the same
star is not hid any longer by the sun, on the
22ad day of March, 1855, but has shifted
towards the east by one degree. At the
present time the sun stands, on the 22d of
March, in the middle of the constellation
called the“ Fishes ;” hence it can be easily
calculated in which year the sun must have
stood beiween the constellations “ Lion”
and ** Virgin,” on the 220d day of March
of a previous period.

The great philocophers, finding now that
the above signs of zodiac or animal cirele
were in the same order, observed that a di-
vision had been made between ** Crab” and

HISTORY OF THE SUPPOSED ANTEDILUVIAN
ZODIAC CIRCLE AT PARIS,

BY DK. SEYFFAKTH.

Some time about the year 1793 General
Bonaparte, with his host of French soldiery
and a number of literary men, entered 1he
small town of Dendera, in Central Egypr,
and found there a large’ and a small temple
in a good state of preservation, both ol
which were decorated with imagee of dieites
aond hieroglyphics. The literary men copied
the drawings, as well as their time would
permit ; but they secured the whole ceiling
of the smaller flat 1emple, by cutting out
the stone slab by means of a saw. They
were also fortunate enough in getiing 1he
old black and emoky sione, which, by the
way, had the breadih and lengih of ihe
ceiling of a middle sized 100m, ssfe to Paris.
Arrived here, the literati went to work in
deciphering the inscriptions and figures of
both temples, And what did they make of
them? Why, they thought that 1he inecrip-
lions, consequently also both ef the temples
must be at least 17,000 years old,and tried 10
prove this by their astronomical calcula-
tiops ; in short, made it mathematically
sure. Volume after volume was then pub-
Jished on this subject. But in this, as in
many cases, the reckoning had been made
without the host, for the men of letiers
could not agree together. Some consider
ed the stone older, others of a less age, but
all united on one point, that both temples
at Dendera must bave stood -Lefore the
great deluge, and—even the crestion. A
certain professor of the university at Bres-
lau, edited, for instance, a pamphler, enti-
tled, ““ Invincible proof that our eurth is at
leat ten times older than taught by the Bi-
ble.” More than fifty publications of a sim-
ilar purport have treated on the above tem-
ple of Dendera. Besides these, a host of
newspaper writers trumpeted the great dis-
covery of the nineteenth century, in innu-
merable sheets and periodicals all over Eu-
rope.

The stone of Dendera wes kept at this
same time in the National Library at Paris,
and was visited by hundred thousands of (he
carious, all anxious 10 see the antediluvian
monumeant. Buat King Charles the Tenth
was compelled at last to place 1t in a dark
chamber, because the crowd became too
large and unruly. _This caused naturally a
good deal of grumbling, because king and
priesthood had combined, as they said, 10
keep the people from becomiug enlighrened.
This was a time ot woe for the small flock
of Christians, and of great rejoicing for the
infidels of all countries. “ Yéu credulous
fools !” railed they, ** don't you see now how
you have been imposed upon by the wily
priesthood with the chronology of your
Word of God! There was never a deluge
nor a creation—at least, not at the peniod
as stated by the Bible.”

But \he reader will ask, bow could it be
proved with such certainity, that both tem-
ples of Dendera were built anterior to the
great deluge and creation? We rejoin ;
reference was made 10 the following astron-
omical calculations. Astonomy, it is trne,
bas not been studied by the general reader,
but the subjoined short exposition will even
be iatelligibie to everybody.

Itis well known that the ancients have
divided the starry skies into constella-
tions. Every one knows the “ Great and
aid Lit:le Boar,” ** Orion,” &c. The zo-
diac circle is the belt of the sky, in which
the sun and moon, snd the planets Mercu-
rius, Venus, Mary, Jupiter, and Saturn, ap-
pear to move from year to year. [t was cal-
led the zodiac or animal circle, because the
outlines of different and other figures has
been discerned in the cluster of- stars com-
Posing this belt.

*Lion,” and that the sun and moon had

been represented at these points. This led

them to the conclusion. that, at the time of|
the erection of these temples, the sun must

have stood on the 22d of March, between

the constellations * Crab” and * Lion.” As

the sun stande on the 22d of March, of the

present time, in the constellation * Fishes,”

and, according to their opinions, must have

stood before this in *“ Ram,’”’ and anterior

o this, in * Bu!l,” “ Twine,” and “ Crab,”

and whereas these consiellaiions morve, in

the lapse uf seventy-iwo years, oue degree,

it was inferred that the temple at Dendera

must have an age of 17,000 years.

Such wan'on accusaiions lasted until the

year 1832, since which time all have kep

quiet.  And what wes the reason 1 A cer-
tain professor of 1he University of Leipsic
100k it upon himself 10 scrutinize the mat-
ter more carefully, and wrote s profound
work on the astronomy of the anecient
Egypiians, by which the following facts
were divulged.

Ia the first place, it was shown that the
Egyptians, and in fact, all the nations of
anuquity, always divided the zodiac circle
in1o two equal halves, assigning one half 10
the sun and the other 10 the moon. For this
reason they had divided, on the zodiac cir-
cle at Dendera, the signs *‘ Crab” and
* Lion,” and added 10 them the representas-
tivo o! the sun and moon. But this was
overlooked by the * wise” eavans; conse-
quently their whole wisdom exploded like 8
bubble. Had 1hay learned beiimes the as-
tronomical A B C of the ancients, tiiey
would not have disclosed such absurdities,
and not brought upon themseives the ridi-
cule of the whole world.

But this was not all. Something betier
turned up on the ceill'ng of the large temple
at Deudara, which proved 1n what signs of
the z) diac the sun, morn and five pianets
had stood at that ime.  T'he ancients ai-
ways represented the sun, moon and plan-
ets by the images of their deities; the god
Saturn siguified the p'aner Saturn ; Jupiter,
the planet of hke name, &c, &ec. This
also had been oserlooked by (he philoephers.
Iu short, it was shown that the sun, moon,
and each of the planets had stood in a cer-
wain degree of the zodiac circle st the time
of the temple. [t is we | known by sstron-
omers that the sun, moon, and planets will
not occupy the same position as they had
before, even in a m:llion of yesrs; hence nt
is an easy matter to determine the year by
means of ssironomical tables, how the sev-
en planets, including the sun and moon,
have siood, as shown by the temple a1 Den-
ders. What year was it then? |t was not
the year 15,000 before Christ, but 37 after
Civist, the same yeur in which the Emperor
Nero was born.  The latter, 35 we know
by accient history, built and restored many
temp'es. In the meantime, the discovery
had been made hos to read the hierogly.
phics of the ancient Egyptians, and it was
tound then tha: Nerd’s name had been chis-
led on the walls of the tempie outside and
maside the lines of the inscriptions. Again,
it being customaty among the Egyptians 10
siate not only the name of their temples,
but also 10 indicate the positions of the
planets at his birth, 1t will be readily per-
ceived by every body, that the large 1emple
at Dendera must have been buiit during
Nero’s reign, between 1he years 65 and 60
afier Christ, and not 17,000 years ago.

The same year—37 after Christ—was
also proved, but even with far greater cer-
tainty, on the celebrated zodiac circle at
Paris, which had been 1akén out of the small
temple at Dendera  In the middle of the
round disc were displayed all the coonstell-
auions of the sky, as far as they can be seen
0 Egypr. The ' Large and Little Bear,”
“Orion,” &c, can be recognized in the
manner the Kgyptians represented them.
The twelve signs of the zodiae, viz., Aries,
Taurus, Gemini, &c, as found in owr 2l-
manace, encircle the above disc. Append-
ed to certain signs of the zodiac cirele, can
be found the alore-mentioned planetary
deities of the Egyptians, every planet
standing near a certain consiellation.
These planetary positions can also be eas-
ily calculated ; snd according 1o history,
there are no two years with similar plsnetary
positions. Again, we aek, what year does
the celebrated zodiac circ'e st Paris show ?
The year 37 after Chrnist—the same n
which Nero was born
In addition to this, comes another very
palpable proof. The names of the Roman
emperors and ihe ancient kings of Egypt
were alwags inclosed in oblong rings, as
| has already been shown, in 1819, by Dr.
Young, of London. In wsawing out the
stone slab on which the smaller zodiac of

a name, had been cut asunder, one half of
which had been brought to Parws, and the
other half remained at Dendera. By com
paring thewseparated letters 1ogether, Nero's
name was again produccd. Hence, it fol-
lows that both zodiac circles and temples at
Dendera have not their origin before the
great deluge and creation, but were erected
under Nero.

Losses oN THE Lakes.—If the losses on
the grear Lakes during the present year are
any indication of the amount of commerce
on our inland seas, it must have grown en-
ormously since 1848. In 1hat year the
losses amounted 1o but a litile over $400,.
000 ; in 1853 they bad increased 10 nearly
a million; 10 1854 they were a liule over
two millions; but the present year they
have aiready reached the fearfnl sum of four
millions.  But, large s this amount is, it
does not seem so great when it 1s viewed in
counection with the statement that ihe com-
merce of the Lakes passing the 8t Clair
Fiats amounted ibe present year 1o more
thao three hundred millions of dollars, while
the coasting trade not included in that es-
timate amounts to at least a huadred mil-
lions more. This looks very much like the
course of Empire taking a westerly direction.

a lawyer’s speech gives him a great advan-
tage, as to diréct personal interest, over the
clergymen. He 15 1alking of thinge with
which his sudience sre thoroughly fanuliar,
and upon whichhe makes bimse f ntelligible
without ao effori.  Every one hss a clear
notion ot what is meant by buying and sel-
ling, engaging servaots, hiring houses,
'stealing sheep, forging bank-notes, and the
like ; but the clergymar 1s constamly speak-
ing of matters which are hardly suscepiible
of srict definition, and from which a large
pert of his audience are far from aitaching
a distinet definite mesning. Now, a bar-
rister has almost elways 1o deal with par-
ticulars and a clergyman with generalities.
When a barrister has to deal wi h generali-
ties, he is, 1o unprotessional’ persons, duller
than the dullest preacher. 1f any one doubts
it, let bim go into 8 Court of Equity, and
hear ap argument oo the comstruetion of a
will, or let him listen to arguments on de-
murrers in the Courts of Common Law.

“ Unquestionably, however tbe stronges
of all reasons for the disparity of which the
cause is sought, is to be found in the differ-
ent circumsiances under whigh sermons
are preached and speeches madel  I'bere is
no counsel on the other side in a church.
There is no judge, there is no jury. Each
of these three circumsiances has a direct
tendency to increase the interest of a trial
Besides the personsl rivalry whicb may ex-
ist between particular meo, 8 barrister
aks with consciousness of being waiched
and thet he will be answered.  This keeps
a man from giving way 10 the temptation to
evede or skim over the difficulties of a ca-e
He also speaks snbject to the correction
of the judge, who will not fail 10 expose
aad reprove him, ofien aery sharply indeed,
if he fails in his duty ; and above all, bhe
speaks 1o o jury who have to give a definite
answer to a definite question. He is speak-
ing on a definite matter of business, tending
1o an immediate definite pactical result. A
