LIBERALS NOT PLEASED

|
At Prospect of Power Througn
‘Balfour's Resignatiqn.

Premior Will Discuss Matter \With His
Cabinet To-day and It Is Believed
He Will Go From the Meeting to
King Edward With the Resigna-
tions of Himself and Other Mem-
bers of the Cabinet.

Londdn, Nov, 24.—There was tremen-
dous activity in political circles yester
day consequent on the circulation of a
well-founded report that Premier Bal-
four had decided to bring his Minis.ry
to a close and to directly or indirec!ly
appeal to the country. Rumors regard
ing the resignation of the Cabinet and
the dissolution of Parliament have
been thick for three months past, but
when two of the leading Government
organs yesterday almost in the same
terms ‘“suggested” the immediate re-
signation of the Premier on account of
the unmendable breach in .the Unionist
party over the fiscal question, the
“suggestion” was looked upon as hav-
ing been inspired by Mr. Balfour him-
self. This was strengthened by the
knowledge that prior to the publication
of the editorials, Mr. Balfour met cer-
tain influential persons at his official
residence in Downing street. These two
facts, when coupled, led to the belief
that the Premier had intimated at the
conference his intention to resign, and
as he had just returned from a visit
to King Edward at Windsor Castle, it
was believed that His Majesty’ had
been informed of Mr. Balfour's inten-
tions. Beyond this, however, there is
not the slightest official confirmation of
the report.

Meeting of the Cabinet. s

All political interest now centres in
the Cabinet meeting to be held to-day,
at which it is understood the situation
will be discussed. Some well-informed
persons go so far as to say that Mr.
Balfour will 80 from the meeting to
King Edward with the resignations of
himself and the other members of the
Cabinet,

Conservative and Unionist papers are
in favor of the resignation of the Cab-
inet, which will place the Liberals on
the defensive in case Sir Henry Camp-
bell-Bannerman consents to form a
Cabinet, but the Radicals say that the
resignation will only mean dissolution
as Sir Henry. if requested to form a
Ministry, would certainly decline to do
S0 until the verdict of ihe people be-
came known.

Resignation Means Dissolution.

The Liberal papers point out that
while Mr. Balfour may attempt this
“tactical move,” they are confident it

will fail on every side and that, there-
fore, the dissolution of Pariiament is
believed to be imminent. There is no
thought, however, that the poliiical
campaign will be forced prior to the
beginning of the year with the elections
somewhere about the end of January,
Election Next Year.

(C, A, P.J—Speaking at a house din-
ner {n the ®dinburgh  Conservative
Club, Sir Edward Clarke, K. ¢\, said it
would be expedient to have no generar
election till next year, when the issues
raised by the Colonial Conference !
should go before the country. Canada !
at this moment was seitling her tariff
and in two menths the question of the
Canadian tariff, so far as manufactured
and partly manufactured goods were
concerned, would practically be settled.
Then there was the question whether
Canada would ask concessions, and
what concessions from the mother
country. If Canada did not ask con-
cessions he did not thinl® any party
in this country would propose to grant
advantages to Canada which she had
not asked for, to which she attached
no importance.

Stanlsy Howled Down.
