Buntin, one' of  the Fixchange
Bank Directors, has been commitbed,fand
bailed to appear for trial on the charge of
having given fraudulent lorences to
himself as & creditor of the

Government Investigation.

Mr. John Winchester, the Inspector of
Legal Offices under thefOntario Govern-
ment, was appointed commissioner to in-
vestigate certain charges of' official mis-
conduct alleged against Mr. John Ander-
soa, Registrar of North Wellington, in a
petition signed by Messrs. W. Wallace
White, of Arthur, and H. E. Smallpeice,
of Guelph, and presented to His Honor
the Lieutenant Governor in Council. To
these charges Mr. Anderson sent in a full
.and explicit answer. The Commissioner
opened the investigation at Arthur on the
24th of last March in presence of Mr.
White and Mr. Anderson, and of Mr.
Guthrié, Q.C., who appeared as counsel for
the latter. Mr. White asked an adjourn-
ment, as he was not thenready to proceed.
On motion of Mr. Guthrie an order was
then made by the Commissioner that the
petitioners should furnish to' Mr. Ander-
son particulars of certain of the charges
which were general in their character.
These particulars were not furnished.

Pursuant to adjournment the Commis-
sioner resumed-the investigation at the
Registry Office, Arthur, yesterday, (Thurs-
day) in presence of the same parties and
counsel. Mr. White, one of the petition-
ers, on being sworn, stated that he had
madethe charges atthe instigation of his co-
petitioner, Mr. Smallpiece, and on hearsay
evidence. He also stated that at the time
He pigned the petition he was actuated by
personal feeling against Mr. Anderson.
He admitted that he found he could ob-
tain no evidence of a satisfactory charac-
ter in support of the charges. He
further stated these feelingshad now cooled
down, and those who had promised to
back him up had failed to do so, and he
desired to abandon the charges; that he
did so voluntarily ; he swore that from his
own obgervation, and he had occasion to
do business at the Registry Office two or
three times a week, he fully believed
Mr. Anderson performed his du-
ties ina satisfactory manner, and per-
sonally he had no complaint to make
against Mr. Anderson. He also produced
a letter from his co-petitioner, Mr. Small-
peice, showing that the laiter was aware
that the investigation would be proceeded
with on that day and‘that he would notbe
presenti.,

There being no further evidénce in"sap-
port of the petition Mr. Anderson was
sworn and verified his answer. "

The Conimissioner then announced that
he should make a report to the Govern-
ment that the charge had not been sub-
stantiated and honorably acquitting Mr.
Anderson of all the charges made against
him.

In each of these de
we grant honor certificates on results
of the sessional examinations to all first
class men—that is, to those who obtain an
aggregate of seventy-five per cent. of the
marks allotted to all the subjects in that
department. I regret that a great number
has not succeeded in gaining a first-class
rank. In a class of nearly seventy first
year students, seven carried off all the
first-class departmental honors at Easter;
and in a class of seventy-four or five se-
cond year men, seven were gazetted as
first-class, and these in nearly all the de-
partments. The record at the Midsum-
mer Examinations is about the same. We
would like to see it different. There
should be a wider distribution of the hon-
ors. The several classes should not allow
a few men in each to carry off the prizes
in every department.

One or two facts regarding our honors,
medals, and diplomas are specially note-
worthy ; and I make no apology for call-
ing attention to them, although in doi
so I may seem to express my disappro
of the very prevalent and, I think, injuri-
ous habit of smoking among young men.
Many of our students, I regret to say, like
those at other colleges, are smokers; but
itis a noteworthy fact that our best
studerts are nearly all non-sinokers. Of
the twenty-eight who carried off the de-
partmental certificates at Easter and Mid-
Summer, twenty are non-smokers ; of the
eleven who receive diplomas to-day, eight
are non-smokers and non-drinkers ; of
the eleven who have won themedals of
this institution,ten have been non-smokers
