A paper read by Mr. Howard True-

"' Why, then, do Canadians leave|

their own country? The feeling of
regret, almost amount to sorrowing
indulged in by many persons
this side of the line because some
of our young men, and women too,
go to other countries is com-
mendable, so far as it shows a
patriotic desire for the advance-
cement of their own country, but it is
time this feeling was superseded by
a confidence ®o strong in the re
sources and futvre greatness of this
country that the exodus of a
hundred or & few thousands would
not in thé least disturb their
equanimity.

A country whose people have not
fall faith in its ability to maintain
their temporal necessities 1s sare to
lose some of its,population by emi-
gration. Canadahas lost sowe of its
sons for the lack of this
faith. That the greater atiracts the
less is a-well-known law in physies.
As a united country, the States'is
older, richer and more populous, than
Canade, and as the !arger body, in
that way attracts our people. There
is a kind of emigration, however,)

- between the two countries, in which
the law referred to above does not
seem to bave o strong bearing and
in which there is a very considerable

e i of reciprocity. An extradition tresty

principal avenues through which

Canadians geuerally are expect-

ed to earn their daily bread.

: perhaps, the mining industry, which,

to a limited extent, has employed
miners from abroad ;: and with shert
notice all the different manufaciur-
ing establishments could increase
their employes without baving to go
eutside of Canada. This state of

Because land lenty,
they seem to think ardybddy but
themselves should become farmers,
whether they have any qualifications
for the business or not. Farming
is a good safe -business for the
man who understands it, but every
man will not make a good farmer,
and in fact the esseutial qualifi-
cations indispensible to the making
of successful furmers are, 1 am
afraid, found in the few rather than
the many. Again the price of the
preduce in tho markets of the
world at the present dato is not
calculated to turn capital in the
direction of agriculture for pro-
fitable investments in this part of
Canada. There is another thought
in this connection that may not have
oceurred to all, and that is the sup-
ply of farmers comes almost ex-
clusively from the farmers’ sons.
The sons of professional men never
or rarvely become farmers. The sons
|of merchants or manufacturers are
ery seldom found following the
| pluw, while the young men raised
on the farm are found in the preo-
fessions, in mercantile life, and in
trades and

on the top rung of the ladder. If
| there was wore regiproeity among
| ourselves in this particular line, as
I believe there will be in the future,
there would prohably be more
farmers.

Just now I think of an instance of
leaving the farm so successful that
if there were many like it there
would be less farmers. A widow
found berself with two sons living
on a poor farm in an out of the way
place. After struggling along for a
few years it was decided to raise
money by mortgaging the farm, to
educate the boye, and one of these
same boys is now filling a very
pmminunt position in this city,
earning a salary each year equal in
amount to the valuie of the farth
mortgaged. Do pot mistake me,
I do net advise young men to leave
the farm indiscriminately, but this
is my advice:

If a young man does not like
farming apd thinks he hasa talect
for something else—be very sure you
are not misiaken; (ake as much
pains to satisly yourselfl on this
point as did the late President Gar-
field —and then having decided what
you will do, gird yourself for the
fight with a determination *“that
wou!d lead you to take the giant
world by the throat and make it
swear to maintain your name and
fate at peril of its life.”

But coming back to the first ques-
tiony there is an impression that our
people go to the United States and
find employment there because it is
a better country and has a better
government and the peoplo are more
enterprising. This is not so. The
climate is more varied but not niore
bealthful. Their govarnment is not
more free or better administered and
they are nol a more oanterprising
branch of the great Anglo-Saxon
race. Tho Americans started as a
united peunle in 1783, Canada
started in 1867, and her progress in
the last two decades must have con-
vinced every one that in material
rvesources and in the enterprise of
ber people she is not exceeded by
apy country en the globe.

%m the question is asked, How is
it'that Americans can give employ-
ment to so mavy of our people while
receiving so large an immigration
from Europe? This is one secret of
it. The Yorkshire immigration that
came to this country between 1759
and 1776, and the Loyalist that
came in 1783-84, and the Scotch
element that still later on settled on
the north shores of these provinces,
stamped upon their descendants
qualities of character that command
a premiom io the labor markets of
the world; and Oanadians get em-
ployment in the United States, not
becaunse there 1s & scareity of labor
there, but because they take with
them physical and moral qualities
that capitalists and employers know
bow to value. And there is some
compensation in Lhie fact, that most
Canadians in their adopted ceuntry
have taken a position alike credit-
able to themselves and the country
from which they " came. It is
not true that our people who emi-
grate doeo from want of love to
their own country,  The nambers

He has eecupied a
prominent position in business near-
ly «ll tHat time; is a Republican in
polities and a strong party. man, but
be has never become a naturalized
citizen. He is still loyal to Canada
and the empire, and watches with
interest Canadian progress, though
over cighty years of age. I am
glad to add he is a good national
policy man. Whether the exodus
18 greater or less than it was ten
years ago it is not necessary to give
an opinion, but this wuch must be
clear to every miod ; the more em-
ployment there is for men hero the
fewer will leave the country. Anpy-
thing, therefore, that will increase
the, demand for hire will tead to
keep more of our population at
home. But let no one be discour-
aged because some of our most ac-
tive and ingenious young men leave
our country begause they cannot
find congenial employment at home ;
a3 capital increases and our populs-
tion becomes larger, new industries

| will be started, old ones will be en-

larged, and instead of our men
leaving home to look after employ-
ment the tide will be turned in this
direction, and Canada with her lum-
ber and mineral wealih, and ber in-
exhaustible fisheries aod her im-
mense agricultural resources, added
to her splendid facilities for manu
facturing, will become one of the
foremost countries in the great im-
perial confederation of the fature.
