Toe Sick IN SUMMER.

The nursing of the sick in sum-
mer is even a more difficult task than
in winler. In winter there, is abun-
dance of. (resh, pure air, and a pro-
per temperature may be easily ate
tained by the use of artificial heat.
In summer, oo the contrary, the
heat cannot be controlied. Pure air
is not always possible iu all locali-
ties, where the neglect of one or two
careless neighbors, with slovenly
kept dooryards, may fill the atmos-
phbere with the poison of dacaying
vegotation or sume other nuisance.
These difliculties are against the]
inval:d sufferers in country or town,
ani require extra care on the part
of the nurse,

A wise physician has sail thats
good nurse is & woman, thoroughly
healthy and alert in all hLer flveo
sens~s. She must have good sight,
in order that she may watch the
slightest changes in the patient,
catch a motion of the eye, the tipe
oj the fingers, and see in a moment
what is wanted. She must bave
quick bearing to catch the slightest
whisper of a weak invalid.. She
must havs a sensitive as well as a
soft touch, that she may note tbe
most delicate changes in the skin
and may test the temperature of hot
applications that may be ordered.
It is especially neccssary that she
have a correct and acute sense of
smell, 80 she may idetect the slight=
est impurity in the. atmosphere of
the sick room. Her laste must be
correct, in order that she may test
the food to ses that it is properly
cooked. A good nurse should be aleo
a good cook, and at the best train-
ing schools for nurses a course of
lectures with manual training in
cookery in a part of the curriculum.

A nurse has special need of
physical strength to endure the
fatigue of her place in the summer
season. Where the patientis very|
ill a second nurse is supplied at
night, to give the first or day nurse
her needed rest. Itis a great mis-
take for apy woman to undertake
the duties of & nurse unless she is
willinpg and able tu endure the
physical hardships of such a place.
A nurse must have no objectionable
ecceatricities of manner; she must
have ageneral sens2 of wholesome-
ness in her personality, A nervous
women {8 in no way fitted for a
nurse. A greal mapy women mane
aged to pass their examinations
wio do not possess all these re-
quirements, bui they do not make
succes.ful nurses. The quertion of
education is a second ome.

THEY REQUIRE SALT.

All ucdomesticated, herbivorous
animals crave salt, and will travel
many miles to obtain it from natural
sait-licks. A necessity, then, so
plainly marked, shoald not be ignor-
ed, and dairymen should consider it
sll-important that their cows are
regularly salted. Do not let the
cows get starved for this necessity
by long Intervals between indul-
gence as its good effect is thereby
greatly lessened. Better than salt-
lng cows even once a week, is keep-
ing salt by them all the time. The
animals will not eat more than they
want, and what thelr appetite craves
their uature requires. Some ‘ pouh’
at the idea that salt is especiolly
valuable in the dairy ; hut we know
by experience that cows give wore
milk when it is-fed to them regulare
ly, and the cream from such rmilk
wmore readily yields butter in the
churn, It {s not too much to say
that it is as eswential to put salt into
a cow’s stomach as it is to add it to
the butter which she yields. One of
the maiueprings. to success in dalry-
Ing is 10 keep the cows in vigorune
health, tha! they may bo able to
discharge their functions in a natural
manner, A brl(?m eye, soft and
