The natural
music is heard when the wind blows from
the north, and as it subsides, low, plain-
tive notes, resembling voices of an invisi-
ble choir, are heard. It has been com-
pared to the chant of the nuns at the
Trinita de Monti in Rome, with which all
travellers are familiar. I'he effect is im-
pressive. - Tour.sts have been awakened
at night in the vicinity, under the im-
pression that chimes of bells were ring-
ing afar off, add that their tones were
rippling over the lake. ‘The mystic bells
of Manitoba have scquired such reputa-
tion that travellers are never satisfied
unless they are heard, and often spend
days there waiting for the b owing of she
north wind.

Reanixe ALoun.—Reading aloud has its
physical advantages, while contributing
to the cultivation of the voice. The lungs
are thus expanded, and their healthy
action is promoted in a degree which does
not ocour in mere conversational utter-
ance. The use of the voice in singing
demonstrites the full cipacity of ihe
lungs, yet in no more practical sense than
¢'n be reached by elocutionary exercise.
A distinguished physician says :

“ Reading aloud, when properly done,
has a great agency in inducing vocal
power, on the same principal that mus
cles are strengthened by exercise, those
of roice-making orpans being no excep-
tion to the general rule. Hence, in many
cases. absolute silence diminishes the
vocal power, just as the protracted disuse
of the arm Def’/the Hindoo devotee at
length paralysés it forever. The general
p'an in appropriate cases is to read aloud
in a convertional tone thrice a day for a
minute or two,or three, at a time, in
creasing a minute every day, which is to
be continued until the desired object is
acoomplished. Managed thus, there is
safety and efficiency as a uniform result,”
