Prof. ArNoLD, who said that as far as his observa-
tion and experience went, no kind of wood firkin.or
tub was equal to white oak. Whatever the
kind of wood the p-ck:ge was made of,
it must be first soak in - cold brine,
the longer the better, and then in boiling hot brime,
which had the effect of first extracting the sap and
filling up the pores, making it impervious to the air,
which was very important. Stone vessels were used
with gret& satisfaction by some. When properly
gl tin vessels were if the tin was pure, but
this could seldom be obtained, it being mixed with
zine and other metals, which caused decomposition
to take place by means of the electrical currents
that were induced.

supply of pure water, careful and slow driving, and
mSlu‘ng in the shade were of far more importance
than cooling the milk. If well aerated by being
carried in open cars, well ventilated, a five-mile ride
would be better than a carriage of half a mile with-

fermentation. .
