Terrible Disaster
fin Illinois River

About 150 People Drowned or

Trampled to Death When

Steamer Struck an Obstruc-
ton and Sank

Apprcxima‘ely 1560 people were
drowned or trampled to death at mid
night Friday night when the excur—
sion steamer Columbia carrying
more than six hundred people struck
an obstruction in the Illinois River
and sank.

The excursion party started from
Pekin, fifteen miles distant from
Peoria, Ill., early in the evening,
and when the return trip *o Pekin
was about half completed the steam-
er ran into an obstruction on the
Peoria shore in the fog smashing a
hole in her bow. The captain siz—
nalled full speed asten and as soon
as the vessel pulled clear of the log
or rock she began to settle and with—
in a few minutes sank, carrying
many persons down.

Soon after the steamer struck a
panic occurred among the passen—
gers and many men, women and
children jumped into the water with
out securing life presorvers. Those
who could swim reached shore,
which was only a few feet away.
The second deck of the boat where
the dance hall is located, was crowd-
ed when the crash came and it was
here that many were crushed to
death in the panic.

When the boat <‘ouched bottom
the water reached the staterooms
immediately below the pilot house
on *hoe listed side. The pilot when
he found his boat was sinking, sa\,:
distress signals and within a short
time boals from varicus directions
came to the rescue aand began to
pick up those strugzling in the wa-
ter but on account of the darkness
their efforts were badly hampered.
Peoriz, 11, July 8—Seventy-seven
bodies had been rccovered tonight
from the wreck of the execursion
beat Columbia, which saak in the
Illinois River Friday night with abou!
500 persons aboard. Red Cross fig-
ures show twenty-two person miss—
ing. A diver declared he believed
there are about twenty-fivve more
bodies in the wreckage.

Flax Raising in N. B.

The Flax Fibre Development As—
sociation of Regina, Sask., announces
that it .has discovered a process for
manufacturing flax s‘raw into binder
twine, commercial twine and yarns
for weaving into heavy sackinz and
towelling. Heretofore, the flax strdw
of the three western provinces,
amounting to over 1,000,000 tons an-
nually, has been burned after thresh-
ing.

It is eald that experiments carried
out this awtumn with the new binder
twine showed that it bound 99 per
cent. of the sheaves perfectly, a bet-
ter result than was obtained with
sisal twine. A co-operative cem-
pany is being formed to monufacture
the new twine.

Washington, July 5—The Ameri-
can “ army transport Covington
homeward bound after having landed
several thousand soldiers in France,
was torpedoed and sunk in the war
zone last Monday nigh:. Six mem-
bers of the crew are missing, but
all the other men, with the ship's
officers, have been landed at French
port. No army personnel or passen—

The Covington formerly was the
/Hamburg-American liner GCincinna-
ti, which was taken over when the
United States entered the war,
