Troops have travelled over Gov­
ernment Railways.

Thousands arrive each week at 
Halifax and are sent forward to 
Dispersal Areas.

Since the war began in 1914 
up to Marsh 1st, when S.S. Belgie 
disembarked her returned sol- 

| dier passengers at Halifax 757,- 
400 troops have bee* carried on 
special trains over the Canadian 
Government Railways.

The first train which carried 
troops^ over the Government 
Railways the year the war was 
declared was numbered one and 
all special troop trains to and 
Irom Halifax since that time 
have been numbered consecu­
tively. The last train froça the 
Belgie on - Saturday was No. 
1279. Euph train averages about 
twelve cars with an average of 50 
men to a car, which figures up a 
total of 767,400 men.carvied. Of 
course in addition to. this thou- 
-ands of soldiers have journeyed 
between Montreal and Halifax 
by regular brains daring the past 
four years.

The movement of troops back 
to Canada is now approaching its 
greatest activity. Last Sunday 
5000 arrived at Halifax by the 
transports Lapland and Belgie, 
and fifteen special trains wore 
despatched westward inside of 
fourteen hours.

S. S. Megantic with soldiers 
and dependents arrived Wednes­
day and S.S. Adriatic is due Sun- 
dayv The movement of return­
ing men is to be kept up actively 
all summer.

Tim process of disembarkation 
at Halifax is being carried On 
without a hitch, and there is a 
fine system of co-operation be­
tween the Military and the Rail­
way officials.

open, but the Maid had the great- 
est diffioulty in persuading the 
commanders not to retire before 
Troyes, which was at first closed 
against them. They captured 
the town and then, .still reluct­
antly, followed hér to Rheims, 
where, on Sunday, July 17, 1429, 
Charles VII was solemnly crown­
ed, the Maid standing by with 
her standard, for—as she ex­
plained—“as it had shared in the' 
toil, it was just that it should 
share in the victory.”

JOAN A PRISONER
In a further effort to expel the 

British from France she was 
pulled down from her horse and 
became the prisoner of a follower 
of John of Luxemburg, Joan was 
sold, by John of Luxemburg to 
*ha English for a. sum which 
would be the equivalent of 
$11.0,000 in modem money. 
There can be no doubt that the 
English, partly because they 

j feared their prisoner with a sup­
erstitious terror, partly because 
they were ashamed of the deed 
which sho inspired, were deter­
mined at all çosts fo take her 
life. They could not put her to 
death for having beaten them, 
but they eontd get her sentenced 
as a witch and a heretic. More­

ceive Communion. Her demean­
or at the stake was such as to 
move even her bitter enemies to 
tears. She asked for a cross 
which after she had embraced it 
was held up before her while she 
called continuously upon the 
name of Jesus. • “Until the last,” 
said Manchon, the recorder at the 
trial, “she declared .that her 
voices came from God and had 
deceived her.” After death her 
ashes were thrown into the 
Seine.

JUSTICE FOR JOAN. 
Twenty-four years later a re­

vision of her trial, the procès da 
rehabilitation, was opened at 
Paris with the eonsent of the 
Holy See. The popular feeling 
was -then very different, and, 
with but the rarest exceptions, all 
the witnesses were eager to ren­
der their tribute to the virtues 
and supernatural gifts df, the 
Maid. The first trial had been 
conducted without reference to 
the Pope; indeed it was carried 
out in defiance of Blessed Jban’s 
appeal to the head of the Church. 
Now an. appellate court consti­
tuted bjr tÿe Çope, ^fter loqg in-

es, reversed and annulled the
sentence pronounced by a local 
tribunal under Cauchon's presi- • 
dency. The illegality of the 
former proceedings was made 
clear, and it speaks well for the 
sincerity of this new inquiry that 
it could not he made without in­
flicting some degree of reproach 
upon both the king of France 
and the Church at large, seeing 
that so great an injustice had 
been done and had so lojig. been 
suffered to continue unredressed. 
At last the cause of her beatifi­
cation was introduced upon 
occasion of an appeal addressed 
to the Holy See, in J 869, by 
Mgr. Dupanloup, Bishop of 
Orleans, and, after passing 
through all its states and being 
duly confirmed by the necessary 
miracles, the process ended in 
the decree of beatification being 
published by Pius X on April 

1, 1909:
